Dolphins(i# i) are not fish. but warm-blooded animals. They live in groups. and
speak to each other in their own language. In this they are like other animals, such as bees
and birds. But dolphins are very different from almost all land animals. Their brain is
nearly the same size as our own. and they live a long time — at least twenty or thirty
years.

Like some animals. dolphins use sound to help them find their way around. They also
make these sounds to talk to each other and to help them find food.

There have been many myths about safety belts ever since their first appearance in cars
some forty years ago.

Myth Number One: It’s best to be “thrown clear” of a serious accident.

Truth: Sorry, but any accident serious enough to “throw you clear” is also going to be
serious enough to give you a very bad landing.
