tany hold the views that. it is only the first stepping stone to another
world war; but I should say affirmatively that such apprehensxon has
“been wiped out as the political differences amongst the great European
powers having heen placed on the way of an amieable adjustment
through strenuous efforts on the part of Great Britain_to found a
‘lasting peace in the occident; but whether any such peace movement
will find its way to the East or is to be confined only in the place of
its origin is yet to be seen.

Through the present conflict I should thlnk it is the begmnmg of
the awakening of a great nation which had been in slumber for a while,
and it understands now the march of time.

Political sphere is rife with many speculations on the subject of
this conflict, as to whether it will lead to another world war of spring
into an asiatic menace over Europe in refhete future cannot be affirma-
tively described; but a healthy sign is mast apparent on its surface, it
will atleast teach how to resist in time of foreign menace over Asia.

Asia can never .be a menace over any other country, as has been
apprehended in certain political circles of the West, because she is self
contended with her own resources and need.not turn to others to appease
her hunger. A
