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Preface

Chinese government has been carrying out an integrated poverty reduction project-China Poor
Rural Communities Development Project (PRCDP) in the 18 poorest counties of Guangxi Zhuang
Autonomous Region, Sichuan and Yunnan Province using the loan from the World Bank and De-
partment for International Development ( DFID) since 2005.

Poverty Monitoring and Evaluation System (PMES), as a part of PRCDP, has been set up
on the base of cooperation of National Bureau of Statistics (NBS), State Council Leading Group
Office of Poverty Alleviation and Development, and Project Provinces. NBS takes PRCDP PMES
as one of the major tasks to support the government’s effort to alleviate poverty. Department of Ru-
ral Survey (RSD) of NBS is responsible for operation and management of PRCDP PMES. The NBS
Survey Offices and county survey teams in project area will take part in the data collection. Up to
the end of 2007, NBS has collected the data twice and constructed the very bases of Poverty Mo-
nitoring and Evaluation Report 2008 for PRCDP.,

This report is consisted of two parts. The first part is the analysis of the monitoring results. It con-
tains five chapters: (1) Introduction to PRCDP project and poverty monitoring approaches. (2) Pov-
erty situation and household welfare. (3) Rural household development opportunity. (4) Improve-
ments of low-income households. (5) Initial evaluation of project impacts. The second part of the re-
port is related statistics: (1) Main statistics of project counties. (2) Main survey results of 2007 and
2006.

The report is compiled to reflect social and economic conditions and the changes of the project
area in order to give an objective foundation for poverty monitoring and impact evaluation for
PRCDP. Any suggestion and comments are deeply welcome.

In the process of our survey and report formulation, many export contributed their valuable
suggestions and advice.
