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Abstract

This report is mainly written on the basis of in-depth investigation by scholars from
Liaoning, Jilin, Heilongjiang and Inner Mongolia Academy of Social Science in
economic, financial, sociological, political, cultural studies and soft science. The
experts from related departments of local governments, universities and colleges of the
three provinces and one area contributed to this report as well.

This report describes Northeast China’s efforts in ensuring the economic growth
and restructuring, continuing reform, and improving people’s livelihood. It reviews
achievements of Northeast China in economy, politics, culture, society and ecology
through fully implementing Central Committee and State Coucil’s significant decisions
and plans aiming to promote economic growth and social stability; analyzes the
opportunity and challenge Northeast Region will face, forecasts the development trend
of regional economic and social situation in 2010, and puts forward countermeasures and
suggestions.

As the report points out, in 2009 our country experienced a most hard time in
economic and social development since 2000 and the severe test of international financial
crisis. People in Northeast China fully implemented Central Committee’s a package of
decisions with careful organizations, combined with maintaining growth, expanding
domestic demand and readjusting the structure. Due to the efforts in actively promoting
development mode and structural adjustment, improving people’s livelihood, promoting
harmony and stability, Northeast China still gained an economic growth and social
progress with the increase of positive factors in economic and social operation, although
there were many difficulties and uncertainties of international and domestic economy.
Having the increase of all major economic indicators higher than national average level,
Northeast China had become the most dynamic area nationwide with fastest economic
reactivation. In 2009, GDP in Northeast China had a 9.61% increase, 3.9 points
higher than national average level; the investment in fixed assets had a 31. 37% growth,
above national average level; the increase of industrial added value rose to 3. 06% , 4.5
points higher than national average level; the increase of local financial budget rose to

15.85% , 3.7 points higher than national average level; per capita annual income of



urban and rural residents had faster growth as well. In this cyclical economic adjustment
Northeast China has showed a solid foundation of economy, strong anti-risk capability
and a large space of development. The previous pattern that Northeast China had more
reduction and slower recovery speed than the national average level in economic
fluctuations has been changed.

The report also argues that, in 2009, the crucial period of economic upturn, in
Northeast China regional economic and social development has been improved in
general, but still there were some problems to be solved: the foundation of a rapid
smooth economic growth is not strong and long-term contradictions and problems have
not been solved; the economic structure is not reasonable enough, and changing the
development mode is still a heavy task; the capacity of independent innovation is weak
and the contribution rate of science and technology need to be improved; the resources
and energy consumption management and environmental govemance are difficult;
expanding employment, increasing income and other social development issues give
great pressure. The report has made a number of specific countermeasures to answer
these problems.

The report concludes that, in 2010 Northeast China will achieve a continued rapid
economic and social development. It is forecast that the growth of investment in fixed
assets in Liaoning, Jilin and Heilongjiang province will rise to 15% , 15% and 11% .
Residents income and employment situation maintain steady since government input will
increase and social management system will be improved. The consumption will
smoothly grow and its structure will be upgraded because of residents’ continuous
expenses on house, car and tourism. With the export structure adjustment and exporters
increasing capability, it is possible that export decrease will end and a one to double-digit
growth will appear. Taking demanding factors into account, the increase speed of GDP

is estimated to maintain 11% ~13%.
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
