The lecture tells us about the bio function of soil and dirt. That is different birds use soil or
dirt for different functions to help them digest food or neutralize the poison. Then the professor
goes on to explain that by giving two examples. One is the raven. They don’t have teeth to
chew their food, so when they have food, they eat it with soil in order to make food into smaller
pieces, which helps them digest it . The other example is the parrot. They eat nuts, some of
which contain poison. If birds eat them, they will get intoxicated. But when they eat them with
dirt, the chemical function of food will change. so they can gain nutrition without doing any

harm.@

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The lecture tells us about protective resemblance. That means animals, in consequence of
their coloring, produce the same effect as their environment, either to inhabit the same place
permanently or to change different surroundings. Then the professor goes on to explain that by
giving two examples. One is the frog. The brown color of its body looks like dead leaves. Also,
the texture of the body and the veins of leaves are much alike. These features make it easier for
them to conceal themselves and keep away from predators. Another is the lizard. Due to the
pigment in their body, they can change their color with the surroundings and adapt themselves to
different environments. In summary . animal coloration, used for defense or attack, is of adaptive
