Section 2 Explain the following literary terms(30 points)

Plot: In literature, a plot is all the events in a story particularly rendered towards the achieve-
ment of some particular artistic or emotional effect. In other words, it’ s what mostly happened in
the story or novel or what the story’s general theme is based on, such as the mood, characters,
setting, and conflicts occurring in a story. An intricate, complicated plot is known as an imbro-
glio, but even the simplest statements of plot can have multiple inferences, such as with songs
the ballad tradition.

. Harlem Renaissance: The Harlem Renaissance refers to the flowering of African American cultur-

al and intellectual life during the 1920s and 1930s. At the time, it was known as the “New Ne-
gro Movement” , named after the 1925 anthology The New Negro edited by Alain Locke. Cen-
tered in the Harlem neighborhood of New York City, the movement impacted urban centers
throughout the United States. Challenging white paternalism and racism, African-American art-
ists and intellectuals rejected imitating the styles of Europeans and white Americans and instead

celebrated black dignity and creativity.

. Stream of Consciousness: Coined by William James in Principles of Psychology (1890) to de-

scribe the flow of inner experience, the term stream of consciousness in literature refers to the de-



piction of the thoughts and feelings which flow, with no apparent logic, through the mind of a
character. To create the effect of the chaotic stream that we recognize in reality, the writer pres-
ents the seemingly random mingling of thoughts, feelings, and sense impressions of a character at
a specific time. The style became influential after it was used by James Joyce in Ulysses. The
technique has also been used by such distinguished 20" -century-authors such as Virginia: Woolf
and William Faulkner.

4. Imagism: Imagism is a literary movement which came into being in Britain and U. S. around
1910 as a reaction to the traditional English poetry to express the sense of fragmentation and dis-
location. The imagists, with Ezra Pound leading the way, hold that the most effective means to
express these momentary impressions is through the use of one dominant image. Imagism is char-
acterized by the following three poetic principles: i) direct treatment of subject matter; ii) econ-
omy of expression; iii) as regards rhythm, to compose in the sequence of the musical phrase, not
in the sequence of metronome. Ezra Pound’s In a Station of the Metro is a well-known imagist
poem.

5. Realism: Realism is a mode of writing that gives the impression of recording or “ reflecting’ faith-
fully an actual way of life. As a dominant literary recessive accent trend, Realism is associated
chiefly with the 19th-century novel of middle-or lower-class life in which the problems of ordinary
people in unremarkable circumstances are rendered with close attention to the details of physical
setting and to the complexities of social life. The outstanding realist writers include Balzac , Flau-
bert and George Eliot. Realism also established itself as an important tradition in the theatre in
the late 19th and early 20th centuries, in the work of Henrik Ibsen, George Bernard Shaw, and
others.

Section 4 Try to analyze the following poem (30 points)

“ Stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening” is a poem written in 1922 by Robert Frost, and pub-
lished in 1923 in his New Hampshire volume.

The poem is written in iambic tetrameter in the Rubaiyat stanza created by Edward F itzgerald.
Each verse (save the last) follows an a-a-b-a rhyming scheme, with the following verse’ s a rhyming
with that verse’ s b, which is a chain rhyme. Overall, the rhyme scheme is AABA-BBCB-CCDC-
DDDD.

The poet expresses a complicated feeling about mingling with the beautiful and quite nature and
the responsibility which the speaker bears in the real world.

In the poem, the speaker is attracted by the snowy woods on a winter evening. The woods may
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
