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Abstract

As one of the series of Guangzhou Blue Books, Annual Report on Social Development of
Guangzhou in China (2010) is listed in the “China Book Series” published by Social
Sciences Academic Press ( China) , complied and written by Guangzhou University and
Guangzhou Academy of Social Sciences and publicly released throughout China. This
book, a serial to be issued for the third year, is an important collateral reading for the
vast number of researchers, government officials and the public to understand the social
development of Guangzhou.

This report consists of the following five parts: General Review, Social
Development, Special Investigations, People’s Livelihood Survey, and Social Facts and
Public Opinions. The chapter of General Review focuses on analysis of the social
development situation of Guangzhou in 2009 and makes prediction for 2010.
