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Abstract

Education equity is the main part of socity equity.
Compulsory education eugity is the base of education equity.
In view of some scholars absorbed in educational finance, the
issue of education equity or equal educational opportunity is
the educational finance equity. For a long time, farmers are
financing the rural public goods by themselves, rather than
depending on governments. Fiscal investment mainly are put
into urban areas in public service, including education, health
and medical community, social security and infrastructure
construction, leading to the obvious difference gap between
urban and rural areas. In recent years, the central government
has attached importance to the issue of agriculture, farmers
and rural areas, and has enhanced more fiscal investment on
public services in rural areas. The education gap between
urban and rural areas has been reduced, since fund mechanism
of compulsory education guarantee was put in practice 2005.
But, the equity of compulsory education is not optimistic in
China.

The dissertation makes a research on the public goods

theory and discusses educational finance equity and social
S
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justice to make a theory outline on educational finance equity.
Basing on the concept frame founded by Berne &. Stiefel, the
article makes a framework of: educational finance from the
object, the different levels of equity, and the fundamental
principle. There are nine parts in the thesis including
introduction and conclusion.

Chapter one is the introduction. Basing on the research
background, the relevant achievement, the research method
and framework are mentioned, through which some new ideas
have been pointed out.

Chapter two discusses the supporting theory. With the
“concept of education equity and educational finance equity, the
framework of educational finance is founded. Many indexes
which measure the status of financial equity are discussed,
including Mcloone index, Vestergen index, Gini, and etc.

Chapter three discusses the financial equity of different
areas. The index shows that fiscal allocation between different
provinces is becoming more equitable in elementary education
and allocation in junior high school is becoming more
unequitable since 2001 to 2006. In different fiscal expenditure
items, unfair degree that the capital construction expenditure
is most notable, public expenditure is less prominent.

Chapter four has estimated the education gap between
rural area and urban area by ratio on expenditure per pupil
since 1993 to 2005, then analyzes the influencing factor. It

finds out that the urban-rural gap ratio of expenditure per pupil

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first increases and declines now. The urban-rural gap of public
expenditure per pupil is very prominent. The urban-rural gap
in educational expenditure is influenced by some factors,
including fiscal decentralization, the urban-rural gap in
economics, urbanization and etc.

Chapter five has discussed the finacial gap between
different schools and different stratums in compulsory
education. The gap between different schools is important to
the equity of compulsory education. The gap between different
schools is becoming more and more notable. The gap embodies
expenditure, school condition, teachers and student ‘source.
The cause includes the grade of schools, unfair allocation of
funds mechanism and ete. Priority school policy has
aggravated interschool gap of compulsory education. The
stratum gap has effects on the generation delivery of unequal
education by the ways, including family culture capital,
economic capital and social capital.

Chapter six has discussed the educaion equity in view of
rural labor’s children. The objects of vertical equity on
compulsory education finance are vulnerable group, including
handicapped child, poor children and rural labor’s children.
The expenditure gap between special school and normal school
is notable, and the trend is becoming worse in recent years.
The factors which affect vertical equity of rural labor’s children
include the method to allocate the funds which base on the

registered residence, finance policy and government policy.
