Abstract

Along with China stepping into rapid urbanization stage, the confliction
caused by the imbalance between Chinese agricultural land tenure ( hereaf-
ter, ALT) and farmer social security system ( hereafter, FSSS) under the
duality of city and countryside become more and more drastic. The research
on the relationship of linkage and c;qmplementation between ALT and FSSS,
which may improve the harmony of institution, has a very important signifi-
cance that may realize the comprehensive planning for the urban and rural
harmonious development. Therefore, this thesis adopts an angle of overall
institution change view to study the holistic change mechanism inside, inno-
vation mechanism and path of ALT and FSSS in urbanization, based on the
Comparative Institutional Economics, New Institutional Economics and Evo-
lutionary Economics et al.

The dissertation itself will be organized into three parts which includes

nine chapters.



The first part consists of chapter one through four. The chapter one in-
troduces the background and significance of the topic, main contents, cruci-
al standpoints, research methods and innovations. The chapter two systemat-
ically reviews literatures concerning with ALT and FSSS from various view-
point. To construct the theoretical base for further research, the chapter
three generalizes the theory of overall institution change, and then discusses
the meaning of overall institution change between ALT and FSSS. The chap-
ter four takes Japan for example to do linkage analysis for the overall institu-
tion change of ALT and FSSS in urbanization, conclude its experience and
get some indications.

Chapter five through seven belongs to the second part, whose content is
a core part of the dissertation. The chaptef five analyzes the change of ALT
and FSSS in urbanization from time sequence angle viewpoint to explore the
historical logistic clue of current institution. Based on the study of this chap-
ter, the author is convinced that current ALT and FSSS results from the evo-
lution of city — rural ~ dualitys overall institutional arrangement which obeys
“ the Heavy Industry Prior Developing Strategy”. Time dependent correlation
between ALT and FSSS increases the “endurance” of them. And that the in-
novation considering path dependent will reduce the institutional chzimge
cost. The chapter six analyzes time dependen£ correlation between ALT Uand
FSSS from three different levels. Firstly, the time dependent correlation
study of ALT indicates that the imperfect of agricultural land trade system di-
rectly affects realization of farmer$ right and benefit from land; the property
right of rural land is the source center of all problems of farmer land; the
management system of rural land, which is not capable adapt to the need of

agricultural land property right and trade system reform by neglecting proper-
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ty right protection, is the fundamental reason of ALT# inefficiency. Second-
ly, the time dependent correlation study of FSSS reveals that the agricultural
land takes an important responsibility of social security in China which leads
to a dilemma of rural land reform, the countermeasures should be gradually
change from land security to modern social security institution; the construc-
tion of FSSS should consider the farmers differentiation and make an compre-

hensive plan. Finally, the synchronic association analysis of ALT and FSSS

. indicates that the source of contradiction between ALT and FSSS is the dis-

harmonious change of their inside institution which lead to themselves change
with desynchronization and disharmony. The chapter seven preliminarily
constructs the overall institution change models of ALT and FSSS, and gets
corresponding conclusions. The conclusion of ALT domain and FSSS domain
basic model is that complementation exists between ALT and FSSS, and we
should begin with main economic domain change and utilize this complemen-
tation relationship to trigger the chain reaction of relating domain to create
new institutional power. After relaxing restrictions of the model to adapt Chi-
nese rural condition, the conclusion is that there is an interactive relation-
ship between ALT domain and FSSS domain if ALT domain and FSSS do-
main cant seize each other completely. Therefore, we should construct mod-
ern social security institution, and gradually peel off the social security func-
tion from the farmers land. The conclusion of ALT subdomain and FSSS o-
verall institution change model is that there exists stage and cycle character-
istic in holistic institution change of ALT and FSSS. We should select the
right opportunity and the best path to facilitate the harmoniously and interac-
tively overall institution change between ALT and FSSS.

The third part includes chapter eight and nine. The eighth chapter puts



forward some advices for the innovation of Chinese overall institution change
between ALT and FSSS. Considering deeply the social security function of
the agricultural land to the farmer, we should take an overall institution in-
novation of rural land. And for the interaction of ALT reform, we should
make an overall institution innovation of FSSS, and create an environment
apt to realizing it. In the end of the dissertation, chapter nine generalizes
most important conclusions and possible work to be continued in the future.
