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Morton Kaish
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Morton Kaish, an‘Ameri-
can artist, was born in New
York in 1927. During his
thirty-five years as a painter,
Kaish has striven to "fix a mo-
ment in time before it slips
away". He always thinks that
there is a moment in nature, a
golden shimmering moment
when things achieve their cli-
max of being. Kaish prefers to
create series of paintings that
explore various aspects of one
theme, each series having its
own distinctive tone and style.
His recent series, America and
Chilmark, came out of his de-
sire to find, in his words, a "vi-
sual vernacular of America".
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Jacopo Bassano

A Italian painter, Jacopo
Bassano was born around 1510 in
Bassano del Grappa, a small,
walled town about thirty miles
northwest of Venice. He not only
took on the name of his birthplace,
but infused his works with scenes
of local agrarian life, animals, and
even the nearby Monte Grappa. He
became very well known during his
time for his innovative pastoral
genre scenes. During his lifetime
and later his four sons cranked out
similar scenes by the hundreds, and
of course, the farther they got from
the model the less successful they
were.
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Renaissance and African Sculptures

In an attempt to challenge assumptions
about the isolation and backwardness of
Africa, a continent often said to "have no
history", New York's Center for African Art
has produced an unusual book and
exhibition. The ivories and other works of
art shown here, created during the years of
first contact with Europe, gave compelling
evidence of the presence of sophisticated
artists working in African kingdoms and
courts at the time of the Renaissance.
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
