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1. Hippie (& +)

Hippie (or “hippy”) is a term used to describe some rebellious youth of the

1960s and 1970s. Though not a cohesive cultural movement with manifestos and
leaders, some hippies expressed their desire for changes with communal or nomadic
lifestyles, by renouncing corporate nationalism and the Vietnam War, by embracing
aspects of non-traditional religious cultures, and with criticism of Western middle
class values. It evolved from the beat culture, and was greatly influenced by chan-
ging music style and the creation of rock & roll. The three main places for it include
Greenwich Village. Hippies often participated in peace movements, such as the civil
rights marches and anti-Vietnam War demonstrations. Its political expression also
took the form of “dropping out” of society to implement the changes they sought,
such as the back to the land movement, cooperative business enterprises, alternative
energy, and free press movement. The culture is distinguished for feminism, egali—
tarian principles. and homosexuality. Drug use is a trait ascribed to hippies, too.
Some characteristics of hippies; longer hair and fuller beards than current fashion;
bright-colored clothing of unusual styles; listening to certain styles of music; psy-
chedelic rock, blues, traditional Eastern music, particularly from India; performing
music casually, often with guitars; free love; communal living; drug use.
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2. Baron Rothschild ( B4 /REEH)
Baron Rothschild is a peerage title in the Peerage of the United Kingdom. It

was created in 1885, The Rothschilds is an eminent international banking and finance
dynasty of German Jewish origin that established operations across Furope, and was
ennobled by the Austro-Hungarian and British governments. Th-eir success began
with Mayer Amschel Rothschild (1744-——1812), who developed his financial empire
by installing his five sons in European cities to conduct business and successfully
kept the fortune in the family by carefully arranged marriages between closely related
famnily members and with the family motto: Unity, Integrity, and Diligence. The
basis for their fortune was laid during the latter stages of the Napoleonic Wars, in
which the famijly was instrumental in the financing of the British war, handling the
shipment of bullion to the Duke of Wellington’s army in Spain, as well as arranging
the payment of British financial subsidies to their Continental allies. In the early 19th
century, Rothschild set up a Europe-wide network of messengers and carrier pigeon
stations, gathering information that could affect his investments. In June 1815, dur-
ing the Battle of Waterloo, he made a packet in stock market because of his quick in-
formation. The brothers were granted the title of baron by Austria’s Francis I in
1816 and 1818. In 1885, Nathan Mayer Rothschild 11 (1840—1915) of the London
branch of the family was granted the peerage title Baron Rothschild in the Peerage of
the United Kingdom. Rothschild family banking businesses pioneered international
finance during the industrialization of Europe and were instrumental in supporting
railway systems across the world and in complex government financing for projects
such as the Suez Canal. After amassing huge fortunes, the name Rothschild became

synonymous with banking and great wealth.
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
