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ABSTRACT

The dissertation comprehensively probes the phonetics of
Jianghuai Mandarin in Anhui from synchronic and diachronic
angles,

The dissertation firstly represents phonetic features of 12
dialects in detail of Jianghuai Mandarin in Anhui. On this ba-
sis, refering to other phonetic materials on Anhui Jianghuai
Mandarin which are published, it summarizes generalities and
differences in consonants, vowels and tones of Jianghuai Man-
darin in Anhui. According to regional characteristic, it deduces
the developing situation on the phonetics of Jianghuai Mandarin
in Anhui from space, and reveals the causes and courses of for-
mation and revolution on these phonetic phenomena.

In consonants aspect, the dissertation mainly discusses
characteristic and revolution of the todays sounds of the conso-
nants of the groups of jing(#).zhi(41), zhuang(/£). zhang
(#) and jian (},)consonants, the todays sounds of ni(J¢)and
lai( ) consonants, the todays sounds of ying(%) and yi(¥%)
consonants. In vowels aspect, it mostly argues the changes of
Sihu( W@ ™), hightening phenomenon of furring vowel, as well
as characteristics and changing processes of vowel finals, nasal
finals and entering cantonese. And in tone aspect, it mainly
discusses the traits of continuous tone and entering tones’ revo-
lution. At last, according to the language traits and social, his-

torical and cultural factors, it analyzes the current division and
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makes more reasonable division on Jianghuai Mandarin in An-
hui.

There are rich in historical literatures on Jianghuai Manda-
rin in Anhui, and the current phonological appearance is devel-
oped on the basis of the old phonetics. The dissertation gener-
ally probes some historical literatures, such as “Qieyunsh-
engyuan” (written by Fang Yizhi) .“Dengyunxue” ."Yuntong”
and “Popular songs of tongcheng” which reflect historical
phonological features on Jianghuai Mandarin in Anhui; And
contrasting with current phonetics on Jianghuai Mandrain in
Anhui, it reveals the causes and courses of formation and revo-
lution on some phonetic phenomena in time of Jianghuai Man-
darin in Anhui,

Finally, the dissertation talks over the formation of Jiang-

huai Mandarin in Anhui.
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
