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Abstract

research achievements, this paper studies burying architecture in China
Han-dynasty. The starting points of the paper are tombs in the kingdom of
Chu in West-Han-Dynasty, that is the kingdom of Peng-cheng in East-
Han-Dynasty. (It is called Chu & Peng-cheng kingdom in Han- Dynasty
in the paper for the convenience of discussing. ) The paper is divided into
two parts, ten chapters in all. This bock has six chapters only.

The first chapter: The social background of the development of bury-
ing architecture in Chu & Peng-cheng kingdom in China Han-Dynasty and
its status in history. This chapter is about the general condition of politi-
cal, economic and cultural development of the society in the period of
Two- Han - Dynasty with the emphasis on people’s living custom, social
thoughts, scientific development and the developmental condition of bury-
ing architecture under these influences in that period. This chapter ex-

The second chapter: The study of nobleman’s burying architecture in
Chu & Peng-cheng kingdom in Han-Dynasty.

The paper arranges
them by different periods and studies their types and characteristics re-
spectively. The emphasis is tombs in stone-pictures in Chu & Peng-cheng
kingdom in Han-Dynasty.
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The fourth chapter: The study of burﬁng architectures of brick -
chambers in Chu & Peng-cheng kingdom in Han-Dynasty. The paper ar-
ranges them by different periods and studies their types and characteristic
and compares them with burying architectures of the same type in other
districts .

The fifth chapter: The study of burying architectures of vertical -
caves in Chu & Peng-cheng kingdom in Han-Dynasty. The paper arranges
those in the district of Xu-zhou by different periods.

The sixth chapter: Summary: The paper discusses characteristics
and evolution of burying architectures in Chu & Peng-cheng kingdom in
HanDynasty in different periods generally and discusses influences that
drainage and Feng-shui have on the site-selection of burying architecture
and burying concepts. The paper also summarizes burying architectures
in stone-pictures in Chu & Peng-cheng kingdom in Han-Dynésty.
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
