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Preface

The North Wei Ning Mountain lies in Ningxia Hui Autonomous Region in the west part of China. It stands
facing the Helan Mountain with an elevation ranging from 1,400 meters to 1,600 meters, from which the
Yellow River turns north along the Helan Mountain. Da Mai Di is situated at the hinterland of the North Wei
Ning Mountain with the coverage of 15km? In this area, there are 3,000 groups of the remained rock paintings
composed of 8,000 individual images. The average number of images in one km* amounts to 200 groups,
which are more than 20 times of those of the internationally acknowledged evaluating standard for the main
distributed area of rock paintings. It is rare to see in China or even in the world such a densely distributed area

of rock paintings with such a great scale and rich content.

Since the primitive age, China has had various cultures, such as the nomadic culture of northern minority
groups living in prairie area, the agricultural culture represented by grains of rice in the Changjiang Valley and
the area in its south, and the sea culture represented by fishing trade in the southeast coastal areas. These
discovered rock paintings distributed in different areas reflect different cultural characteristics of different

areas.

The Da Mai Di rock-paintings area, an extraverted region, remains its primitive natural state. Its unique natural
environment, historical background and its blended cultures of different minority groups together bring the
inspiration and fantasy of Da Mai Di rock paintings. It's a real portrayal of hunting and nomadic culture
concerning animal husbandry, birds and beasts, stars and constellations, gods and spirits, nomadic life, wars,
dancing, footprints, phallus and genitals, designs and codes, etc, which are historical records of the ancient
Chinese minority groups such as Qiang, Rong, Hun, Serbi, Rouzhi, Turks and Tangut, etc. It is reckoned that
the rock paintings was made firstly by stone tools, and then by bronze and iron tools, and that the painters
chose pure raw iron ingot to make tools and created the various designs on the smooth and natural surface with

the craftsmanship of striking, chiseling, cutting and grinding.

Some progress has been made in identifying the historical period in which these rock paintings were created.
Usually the comparative method in archeology is adopted. Various effective methods have been used in
estimating the times of the creation of these paintings: some according to the images of extinct animals, some
to the changes of the paint, the style and the stratifying relationship of rocks to infer its times. The surveying
method, called Li Shi Huang Yi, has been adopted recently, which was firstly used by Australian scholars in
surveying the age of icebergs in 1950's, and later it was used widely in the professional fields of earthquake,
geology, climate, archeology and rock paintings. We evaluate with the method that the early period of the
paintings of Helan Mountain and the North Rock can be dated back to 8,000 years ago, the middle period to



7,000 or 6,000 years ago, i.e. in the New Stone Age. These findings are perhaps beyond many people's

imagination.

When investigating the Rock-paintings, besides collecting a great amount of raw iron ingots, we have also
found red and grew pottery pieces with lines, of rope engraving additional stacking which proves that
primitive, hunting nomadic tribes lived and flourished here in the days as early as New Stone Age. They
initiated culture of hurtling and animal husbandry as well as rock-paintings of great historical significance,

recording long-forgotten history, leaving striking mystery for us.

With rich cannotation, various themes, magnificent span, novel craftsmanship, attractive and vivid appearance,
Da Mai Di Rock paintings hassle obtained great artistic attainments. Their themes are mostly realistic, specific
and vivid covering all aspects of people's life, imagination expectation and belief. Some are general and
exaggerated, some are weird and mysterious. They are usually compacted in construction, appropriate in
proportion, and plain in style, bringing us unique and novel aesthetic perception; showing exuberant vitality

and eternal artistic value.

The most striking and expressive things are the characters and some compound phrases formed by the single
word that are found among hundreds of symbols rock paintings. These symbols bear features of pictograph
and ideography, meanwhile, they had comparative stability, similar to pictograph feature of Chinese
characters, therefore, we can deduce that they are the predecessors of ancient Chinese characters, belonging to
the primitive words earlier than inspirations on bones or tortoise shells of the Shang Dynasty. The Rock
paintings is a complicated symbol system, a magic book, a world full of changes, by which a magnificent and
profound world is conveyed. It is an encouraging discovery that is of vital essence to further study of the
origin of Chinese characters and world rock-paintings. In its 7300 years history, Da Mai Di Rock paintings
fully revels the elegant defecator and art of ancient Chinese people, providing us with important materials to
study the regional belief and social life of our country's north minority groups. It is unparalleled for other
written materials and oral-legends. Meanwhile, it offers us authentic first-hand materials to study hunting and
animal husbandry cultures in the early days; It also provides us with materials to study animal groups and
changes nature ecology in the north-west part of China. Further more, Da Mai Di Rock paintings supply us

with valuable materials to study the origin of art and Chinese characters and history.

Ningxia boasts huge amount of rock arts and is advantageous in this respect. The Second Northwest
University for Nationalities (SNWUN) is the first among the universities and research institutes in Ningxia
that sets up a center to study rock paintings. This set of Da Mai Di Rock Arts is one of these researching fruits
of SNWUN, in which 1000 colored photographs and 3000 drawings are collected in addition to about 100
developed pictures. For the 1st time this collection presents to the world complete pictures and details of the
rock paintings in Da Mai Di, and is generally regarded as very precious first-hand information. This collection
of pictures, colored photographs, developed pictures and many other forms presents to the world a systematic
introduction and study of these paintings. The cultural relics, scenic spots, as well as the geography and
geology are summarized. Meanwhile, objection analysis is made to state the social and material conditions
leading to the occurrence and development of this group of paintings. The publication of this collection will
definitely make a difference in the field of rock arts not only in Ningxia but also in China and the whole

world.



Protection of rock paintings in the open has always been the most urgent and difficult work in face of such
harsh reality when they are exposed to the many changes in climate and geography caused by social and
industrial development, let alone the damages done by people consciously or unconsciously. Due to its long
history the rock paintings in Ningxia have long been under damaging to varying degrees. Most of them were
destroyed by explosives when people removed rocks. Since late 1980s, people have learned the value of the
paintings through the media, these damages have been increased dramatically. Moreover, those located within
scenic spots are stamped and turned dilapidated and blurred. Reckless of relic developing by hammering adds
to its damage. Some rock paintings are under no protection of any kind, exposed to wind, storm and rain, and
now are severely eroded. Atmospheric pollution, such as acid rain caused by industrial wastes, worsen the
erosion. At all events, human activities are the major sources of damage.

Besides enforcing the law and taking measures to strengthen the management, publishing and digitalizing is
surely one of the main possible means. Therefore, though our study in this field is inadequate, we are still
short of manpower and funds, and we are under unexpected pressures, we intend to publish the present
collection of art recordings with the aim to preserve. The cultural relics those are being damaged cannot be
reproduced. We hope it will not become a reality in the future that our book is the sole source of Da Mai Di
Rock Paintings, but we know for sure that the value of this book will demonstrate itself as time goes by. We
are also confident that this book is a valuable source offering information to all relevant fields of study into the

early history of human.
