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Real right and obligatory right were considered to be an important di-
vision on private law of the property rights. There are close connections
between the two. The real right is the foundation and prerequisite that
obligatory rights happened, is the purpose and result of the movement of
obligatory rights too. On legal idea and legal provisions in modem times,
real right and obligatory rights are regarded as two kinds of proprietary
right which reflect different property relations. This is the inevitable re-
flection, which appears in the objective economic life of different property
relation . It is the result of the improvement and perfection of the l_aw' s
idea and law’ s technology too. Along with the development of economy.
The distinction of real right and obligatory rights is weaker and weaker,
the trend of the real right obligatory rights ization has appeared.

The theory of real right, generally was considered to be built with
the ownership as the centre structure, With the changes of the contempo-
rary social economic relations, ‘and the further focus on the production
and capital, the scale of the commodity production and circulation of
commodities is larger and larger, the foundation which on the traditional
real right theory taking ownership as centre of protecting the private’ s
right has wavered. The content of ownership has been limited to not hin-
der the realistic use of goods. The theory of real right has been already
transited from ownership as the centre to regarding utilizing as the centre.
In addition, with the enormous progress of science and technology, the
rapid development of economy, the human society has already finished in-
dustrialization basically, and is striding forward to the era of knowledge e-
conomy . There is enormous change on modemn social property form, invis-
ible property to seem more and more important. Then, every thing Having

the possibility of domination or management on laws can become things in
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accordance with the law; become the object of the real right.

And some real rights to appear newly, it is by the party’ s agree-
ment that its real right is set up, But not because of the legal provisions.
These stipulated real rights, its conteni, authentic was stipulated by the
contract, with the characteristic that the relativity and purpose of obligato-
ry rights; This is another kind of form of obligatory rights ization of real
right, :
The study on theory of obligatory rights ization of real right helps to
solve the problem of state — owned enterprise reform. To utilize the obli-
gatory rights ization theory of real right fully, standardize various kinds of
relations inside enterprises, Solve the problem of enterprise owner and op-
erator about the incompatible encouragement asymmetric, information and
unsuitable responsibility, Create the environment of fair competition.

The study on trend of obligatory rights ization of real right still helps
to improve the status in the system of real right of eur country of usufruct.
In the modem real right system, the value of the thing is more and more
important, the one that correlate with this, It is important on one hand
that the usufruct grows into the field of real right gradually too, Strength-
ening the study on it is favorable to things’ effective use and circulation,
Bring about an advance in market economy and perfect the market eco-

nomic system.
