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Naiyuan Huang was born on November 1st, 1931, in Jiangxi, China.
He grew up in Jiangxi, received a B.A. degree from Xi'an Academy of
the Fine Arts in 1953, and started teaching there. Currently, he is a
parofessor at Xi‘an Aca demy of the Fine Arts, the vicpresident of
Shaa QOilPainting Association, the director of Shaanxi Artis Association,
and a member of Chinese Artist Association.

Huang is widely recognized throughout China as a painter. He
pursues in hist drawings the unity of reality and art. His work is
characterized by strong tonalities, heavy brushwork, and simplicity.

Huang's works have been exhibited in Asia, Europe, and America.
His drawings have been collected by museums, galleries, and libraries,
such as the Cambridge University Library (England), the Chen Jiageng
Foundation (Singapore), the Long Yu Art Center (Singapore), and the
Chinese Art Museum (China). Among his published works are "Naiyuan
