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Abstract =

Land is a relatively fixed (physical attribute) and fundamental element of produc-
tion (economic attribute) . For any country or region, the change in land system will
‘exert a deep impact on the mentality of grass roots, thus affect the landscape of national
politics, economy and society. In other words, land system plays an irreplaceable role in
stabilizing a country’s economy, society and politics ( political attribute) . Since the
founding of New China, virtually every time of economic reformation is carried out with
the reform of land system as the starting point or closely associated with the latter; and
every time of land system reformation has deep implications on the development and
changes of China’s economic, political, cultural and social structure. This book provides
a panorama on the historical evolution of China’s land system, sheds light on the status
quo of China’s land system and existing problems, and gives an in-depth analysis of in-
novation ideas, possible paths and policy implications of China’s land system in the fu-
ture. In addition to the preface and conclusion, the book is comprised of six chapters.

Chapter one is entitled “ A study on the property rights system of rural land and the
protection of farmer’s rights and interests on rural land. ” The topic sheds light on the
property rights of rural land, the loss of rural land interests and the protective mecha-
nism of rights and interests of farmers. The construction of New Countryside and the
building of socialist harmonious society are important objectives for achieving coordina-
ted development of economy and society in the new era. The land property rights system
has close correlations with social stability, the orderly flow of population (such as rural
immigrant works) and immigration, the preservation of farmer’s interests, the interface
between urban and rural social security systems and the coordination among various in-
terest groups. It is of vital significance to correlate the reform of land property rights sys-
tem with the resolution to the abovementioned problems.

Chapter two is entitled “ A study on rural land transfer system. ” This chapter deals

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with the transfer of rural land and its implications on the development of modern agricul-
ture, the scale operation of rural land and so forth. Despite the fact that governments at
all levels are devoting major efforts to advocating the acceleration of rural land transfer,
the purpose cannot be achieved easily due to the severe restraint of property rights of ru-
ral land. Meanwhile, the transfer of rural land plays a key role in the development of
scale operation of agriculture and the construction of modern agriculture. From the per-
spective of propelling development, the current system for cultivating and operating the
rural land through the household contract responsibility as a basic rural land policy is
unable to meet the requirements of building rural land transfer market as well as the
construction of modern agriculture.

Chapter three is entitled “ A study on non-agricultural conversion system of rural
land and relevant policies” . This chapter sheds light on the extensive economic growth
model and the important effects of irrational urban development on the coordination of e-
conomic growth and social development. The author siresses that the current rural land
non-agricultural conversion system acts as an important cause for the extensive model of
economic growth and the irrational urban development. It is of critical importance to re-
think the deficiency and problems of the non-agricultural conversion system and propose
relevant ideas and measures for reformation, which will play a positive role in promoting
the transformation of economic growth pattern, fostering the healthy, highly-efficient
and sustainable development of national economy and achieving the coordinated devel-
opment of economy and society.

Chapter four is entitled “ A study on the urban land system and policies. ” It deals
with issues such as efficiency of utilization of urban land. The author stresses that the
deficiency in the urban land property rights system is the root cause for the runaway ag-
gregate supply of urban lands, the price distortions of urban land and the prevailing
rent-seeking activities about land. It is of vital importance to get a systematic review on
the evolution of China’s urban land property rights system, the fundamental theories and
ideas in innovating the current land system, endowing citizens with more complete land
property rights as well as enhancing the efficiency of allocation of land resources in ur-
ban and rural areas.

Chapter five is entitled “ A study on the principles, mechanisms and effects of land
policy involvement in macro-control” deals with land policies which are regarded as the
“brake” of China’s macro economic control as well as the third lever exerting significant

2 influence on Chinese economy next to fiscal policies and monetary policies. Despite ob-
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vious effects of land policies on macro economic control, there are space for improve-
ments in poalicy flexibility and classification.

And people still lack systematic comprehension of mechanism and positive/negative
effects about the involvement of land policies in macro economic control.

Chapter six, entitled “A study on cases of land system reform: China and foreign
countries” , summarizes cases of land reform both at home and abroad. An in-depth
analysis is conducted on the fundamental background, major practices, innovative ideas
and results of implementation of these reform patterns.

Nowadays the land system has become the most significant issue and the most obvi-
ous contradiction in China’s fulfillment of coordinated economic and social
development. Furthermore, the land system will be closely correlated with the country’s
rural economic development, the planning of urban layout, the macroeconomic control,
the building of social security system and other areas concerning national welfare and
the people’s livelihood over a long period of time. For the purpose of further innovating
the institutional arrangement of land resources and fulfilling the goal of coordinated de-
velopment of land system and socio-economic development, five recommendations are
proposed by the author: (1) Proceeding with the innovation of rural land property rights
and governance system Simultaneously; (2) Striving to maintaining the balance of land
interests between traditional farmers and modern farming principals; (3) Transforming
the government authority in planning of land use, land collection, examination and ap-
proval; (4) Regulating strictly the procedures and supervision mechanisms for planning
of urban land use. (5) Taking full advantages of involvement of land policies in macro-

economic regulation and control.
