ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thesis is to discuss four issues. Firstly, CPC
Party Paper represents the progress directions of advanced culture in
current China, then where its ‘advanced’ is; what the nature, posi-
tion and function of CPC Party Paper in disseminating and construc-
ting the advanced culture are; secondly, in which aspects the CPC
Party Paper plays its positive role in disseminating and constructing
the advanced culture; thirdly, what trends or error inclinations that
are not suitable to the concept of ‘represent the forward directions of
advanced Chinese culture’ in the ideology and culture report of CPC
Party Paper; Fourthly, how to adjust the inclinations in the ideology
and culture report of CPC Party Paper with the concept of advanced
culture, so as to promote a great development and prosperity of so-
cialist culture.

Beyond introduction, this paper is divided into four parts perti-
nent to the above four issues. Chapter 1 mainly study and discuss

what ‘CPC Party Paper’ and ‘advanced culture’ are and what their

relationship is. It will answer the first question the inspection
standards in judging whether the cultural concept represents the for-
ward directions of advanced Chinese culture and embodies the culture

It puts forwards
with some speculative views, opinions and ideas.

The academic value and social value of this paper lies in that it
introduces the key words of two political fields for discussion into the
academic level and it paves a way for further studies of later research-
ers: it summarizes plentiful work summaries of CPC Party Paper and
makes a further cdmparison and induction; it also tries to analyze the
