The Eleventn National Exhibition of Fine Arts is listed as the key project of celebration for the 60" anniversary for foundation of People’s Republic of
China. It's the first time for the Ministry of Culture, China Federation of Literary and Art Circles and China Artists Association to jointly sponsored the
exhibition, on which the Party and govemment departments, culture departments (oureaus) and Federation of Literary and Art Circles in different
places all over the country attached great importance, and all the members in China Artists Assoclation, all the exhibition areas and all the units of fine
arts gave strong support. The artists participated passionately and created eamestly. Many departments actively encouraged and organized the artists
to experience life and deliberate works, missioned experts to review, guide and discuss in all places of the country and took action to adjust settings
in the exhibition areas, perfect the assessment mechanism, strengthen supervision and management, and improve the level of the exhibition.

The Bleventh National Exhibition of Fine Arts will be held in two phases. The first stage is partition exhibition in different places for various professional
categories from August to October, 2009. Exhibition area for traditional Chinese painting is in Shanghai, ol painting in Wuhan, print in Nanjing,
sculpture in Changchun, watercolor and gouache in Paniin, fresco in Beifing, lacquer painting and pottery in Xiamen, artistic design in Shenzhen,
works from Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan in Shantou, while animation and comic, new year painting, cartoon, picture story, illustration and
comprehensive material are in Harbin. 3,700 works will be exhibited in all exhibition areas totally. The second stage is awarded works exhibition to
display awarded and excellent works selected from all exhibition areas at Beijing in the end of 2009. The awarded works will won the First Creation
Prize of China Fine Arts Award at the same time and the exhibition of this time will select the First Theoretical Comment Prize and Lifetime Achievement
Prize of China Fine Arts Award.

Walking together with the People's Republic of China and resonating with the new era, the National Exnibition of Fine Arts with 60 years' history is
one of the national cultural activities continuously held for the longest time in our country. It played an important role and made positive contribution
on prosperity and development of literature and arts in the People’s Republic of China, The achievements of Chinese fine arts creation in past five
years to be displayed in the Bleventh National Exhibition of Fine Arts fully reflect that the fine arts workers follow direction of “two targets” and policy
of "double hundred" with valuable spirit to study and seek unremittingly, talent and enthusiasm for artistic creation, and reflect literary and art workers'
conscious pursuit and fim belief to try to build contemporary Chinese fine arts with style of Chinese culture and innovative spirit of the times. The
Eleventh National Exhibition of Fine Arts is a new chapter of heavy color as the sequel for history of Chinese fine arts written by numerous artists in
new period.

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PREFACE

The watercolor and gouache exhibition of the Eleventh National Exhibition of Fine Arts is held in Liaohe Art Gallery of Panijin,
Liaoning Province. Adjacent to Bohai Sea in the south and close to Songliao Prairie in the north, Panjin is endowed with rich
petroleum and natural gas resources and the world's largest bulrush field, nicknamed “Golden Triangle in Liache River”. Liaohe
Art Gallery is one of the most brilliant art galleries in China. At the 60th anniversary for the foundation of the People’s Republic of
China, the watercolor and gouache exhibition of the Eleventh National Exhibition of Fine Arts is held here, adding the atmosphere
of magnificent for the haliday.

Watercolor and gouache are both types of painting introduced from abroad that have been in China for more than one hundred
years. In the system of western painting, watercolor and gouache focus on the structure of objects, layers of brightness and
darkness, and demonstration of light, largely distinct from those means of expression employed in traditional Chinese inkwash
and heavy color paintings. Sure, art forms are only the media with which artists express their idea, and the carriers to commit
feelings and convey artistic pursuits. China's cultural context and real life, China's art components and spiritual orientation
and other inherent elements are integrated inside the watercolors and gouaches at the level of arts, giving birth to Chinese
characteristics compatible with the ontological logic of arts. As shown in the Tenth National Exhibition of Fine Arts in 2004, China’
s watercolors and gouaches have reached a mature stage while demonstrating their own features. Watercolor and gouache
works presented five years later, compared with those in the last exhibition, have witnessed more expansions and progresses,
and more innovations in terms of both content and form, which is a delightful and new situation.

Over the past five years, great changes have taken place in the socialist China with each passing day. New results of science
and technology, new achievements of construction, new social profile all encourage the artists to make innovations. Disaster
relief in Wenchuan earthquake, launch of spaceship, success of Beiing Olympics all demonstrate the comprehensive national
strength of our motherland and the one common mind of all Chinese people. They are perfectly reflected in this watercolor and
gouache exhibition. The watercolor and gouache artists of the old generation remain the major force in this exhibition of fine arts.
Many of them displayed their new works and are still working hard to explore new artistic expressions. The middle-aged artists
with strong power are developing new themes, exploring new techniques or borrowing forms of inkwash and folk paintings, with
strong aspiration for innovation in terms of both spiritual content and linguistic forms. In addition, many young artists have good
traditional education and professional skill, and attach importance to borrowing means of expression employed in overseas
paintings. In their innovations, they have acute thinking and bold conception, showing their vitality of new generation. Thanks to
the joint efforts of old, middle-aged and young artists, better achievements have been made in this exhibition of fine arts in terms
of both quality and quantity. Confronted with large amount of inspiring works, we are sure that a brighter future is in store for
China's watercolors and gouaches.

In total, there are 707 pieces of watercolor and gouache work recommended for appraisal by provinces, municipalities,
autonomous regions nationwide and units directly subordinate to CPC Central Committee. China Artists Association invited
judges from around the country pursuant to appraisal and selection system and gathered them at Liaohe Art Gallery of Panjin,
and then reviewed the works according to strict and regulated procedures, fair and justified principles. Following repeated
discussions and votes, final resolutions were made, with 366 pieces of work selected. Thereafter, 50 pieces of work were
selected for award nomination and presentation at the excellent work exhibition of the Eleventh National Exhibition of Fine Arts
held in Beijing, including 1 plece of work with gold prize nomination, 3 with silver prize nomination, 6 with bronze prize nomination



and 4 with excellent award nomination.

The works presented in this watercolor and gouache exhibition have four features as follows, First, strong flavor of life. Works
of human figures demonstrate solid modeling capacity of most authors, unique artistic comprehension and appropriate artistic
expression. The works are concemed with typical figures in various nationalities, regions and social circles, and reflect new profile
and new spirit in various fields of China’s socialist construction via realistic means. Second, more dynamic and profound artistic
thinking. Some works eulogize the greatness of mountains and rivers of the motherland; some works are in deep love with trivial
scenes and static objects; some works focus on human bodies or portrait expressions. New expressions often give birth to
new art languages. Third, diversified means of expression. In the past, in order to make prominent exhibition effect, there were
cases enlarging watercolors that should be made in small sizes. There are still many big-size works in this exhibition, but a trend
of reusing small sizes appears. Small-size works have their own painting technique. Some focus on coordination of content and
expression means without any attempt of blindly enlarging the size. As such, the art techniques and styles of exhibition works
become diversified. These changes show that the artists pay more attention to art expressions and individualization of styles and
features. However, some defects are to be corrected such as highly valuing photos while ignoring watercolor art languages.

As said above, watercolor and gouache are both types of painting introduced from abroad. Chinese artists should keep those
valuable parts contained in the western linguistic forms as much as possible, while trying to borrow techniques of Chinese arts,
and not refusing to absorb advantages of oil painting, wooden cutting and other types of arts and even modem art schools. We
should absorb elements from various sources and integrate them in practical use so as to fully demonstrate the national features
and epoch spirit of China's watercolor and gouache in the dynamic history of development and innovation.

Panjin people, CPC Panjin Committee and People's Government of Panjin have done much work for undertaking the watercolor
and gouache exhibition of the Eleventh National Exhibition of Fine Arts. Their publication and culture departments have warmly
accepted the organizing committee and judge committee, and extended support, making great contribution for this successful

exhibition this time, for which we are sincerely grateful.
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
