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RUNNING FOR GOVERNOCR

A few months ago 1 was nominated for
Governor of the great State of New York, #
run against® Mr. Stewart L. Woodford and Mr.

1 was fully committed®, and
must go on with the fight.

As I was looking listlessly over the papers
at breakfast, I came across this paragraph, and
I may truly say I never was so confounded
before:—

I thought I should burst with amazement !
Such a cruel, heartless charge. I never had
seen Cochin China! I never had heard of Wa-
kawak ! [ didwz know a plantain-patch from a
kangaroo!** 1 did not know what to do. I
was crazed and helpless. 1 let the day slip
away without doing anything at all. The next
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morning the same paper had this—nothing
more.

“SIGNIFICANT. —MTr. Twain, it will be
observed, is suggestively silent'® about the Cochin
China perjury.” 4\ EV AN

[Mem® —During the rest of the campaign
this paper never referred to me in any other
way than as “the infamous perjurer Twain.”]

Next came the Gazette, with this:—

“WANTED TO KNOW." — Will the new can-
didate fer Governor deign to explain to certain of
his fellow-citizens (who are suffering to vote for him !I'8)
the little circumstance of his cabin-mates in Mon-
tana losing small valuables from time to time, until
at last, these things having been ihvariably found
on Mr. Twain’s person or in hiﬁt}in]?va—e‘wspaper
he rolled his traps in), they felt compelled to give him
a friendly admonition for his own good, and so tarred
and feathered him, and rode him on a rail'®, and then
advised him te leave a permanent vacuum in the
place he usually occupied in the camp. Will he do
this ?”

Could anything be more deliberately ma-
licious than that? First I never was in Mon-
tana in my life.

[After this, this journal customarily spoke
of me as “Twain the Montana Thief.”’]
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1 got o picking up papers apprehensivelys
— much as™ one would lift a desired blankes®

which he had some idea might have a rattle-
Al
snake under it. One day this met my eye:—

“THE LIE .NAILED 122 By the sowrn
affidavits of Michael O’Flanagan, Esq. %, of the
Five Points, and Mr. Kit Burns and Mr. John
Allen, of Water Street, it is established that Mr. Mark
Twain’s vile statement that the lamented®> grandfather of
our noble standard-bearer, John T. Hoffman, was hanged
for highway robbery, is a brutal and gratuitous lie, without
a shadow of foundation in fact.” It is diéh;zartcning to
virtruouy;)ncntosce such shameful means \resorted 0% to a-
chi;:;'c political success as the attacking of the dead in their
graves, and defiling their honoured names with slander.
When we think of the anguish this' miserable falsehood
must cause the innocent relatives and friends of the de-
ceased, we are almost driven to incite an outraged and
insulted public to/summary and unlawful vengeance upon
the traducer. Bl.;t l;)! let us leave him to the agony of a
lacerated conscience®” (though if passion should get the better

of ™ the public, and in its blind fury they should do the

traducer bodily injury, it is but too obvicus*® that no jury

of the deed).”

The ingenious closing sentence had the effecs
0% moving me out of bed with despatch® that
night, and out at the back door also, while the
“outraged and insulted public” surged in the
front way, breaking furniture and windows in
their righteous indignation as they came, and
taking off such property as they could carry when
they went. And yet I can lay my hand upon the
Book and say that I never slandered Gov-
ernor Hoffman’s grandfather. More®?: I had
never even heard of him or mentioned him
up to that day and dare®.

The next newspaper article that attracted

A telegram from
his physician stated that he had been knocked down
by a runaway team, and his leg broken in two places—
sufferer lying in great agony, and so forth, and so forth,
and a lot more bosh of the same sort. And the In-
dependents tried hard to swallow the wretched subter-

By this time anonymous letters were get-
ting to be an important part of my mail maticr,
