Collection of Stroke Described in Traditional

ABSTRACT

Stroke (cerebral apoplexy) is the main killer of old people. In clinic, the main
demonstrations are sudden faint and fall, unconsciousness, semi-paralysis, awry of
mouth and eye, retraction of the tongue and aphasia, semi-numbness of the body.
Based the statistics of Department of Health, it is 18%, the second order of the 10
main causes of death in Taiwan. As the onset of the disease is sudden, changeable
with severe and dangerous state and various sequence, the disease has drawn much
attention of doctors in each time and through lone time of clinical observation and

practice.

The ancient Chinese medicinal books had many precious clinical records, but
there are very rare research done in this classic field. Study on the ancient Chinese
medicinal books is very important way to open the accumulated knowledge from
old generations, but the great amount of books and difficult Chinese medicinal
terminology make this classic textual research become a great hard work. In
order to settle this problem, we began to do the computerization work for Chinese
medicinal literature since 10 years ago. Recently, both Taiwan and China had
published the computerized Chinese medicinal books, there are more than 749
books and more than two hundred million words have been finished, the time of
TCM-e-BOOK coming.

4. In the TCM-e-Books, 622 books, we searched and got there are 126 books
had special chapter discuss the stroke, deleted the fever diseases, we separated
according to the characteristic phases as occurrence, causes, mechanism,

syndrome differentiation. diagnosis, treatment, prescription, acupuncture etc.

5.In 75 prescriptions books, we searched and got there are 126 books had special
chapter discuss the stroke, deleted the fever diseases, there are 31 books, 222
chapters from catalogue area, total 327,746 words. we searched from whole area,

there are 1,875 chapter records, total more than 3 million words.

6. The papers related to apoplexy treated with Chinese medicine on science journal,
we searched for 1887 papers from 1994-1999.

This big volume collection from TCM-e-Books is the beginning to open
the way to study many precious clinical records in the ancient Chinese medicinal
books. Based on this collection presentation, many scholars and physicians will
have the enough information to advanced study, it will develop a new research field

and good result in future.
