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Abstract

The writer has paid attention to such questions and tried to answer them. First,
whether there is correlativity between the research samples’ effect of “Chinese Polit-
ical Authorities Films” and their diffuse support towards specific political authorities
in reality? Second, if the result of the question is sure, how much is the related de-
gree? What are the structural factors effecting the related degree? The whole disser-

tation is made up of six parts as below .

First in the Introduction Part, this part raises the importance of film as a kind of po-
litical socialization. The writer gave a proposal of empirical research to study the
contemporary Chinese films’ political socialization function. Then, this part system-
atically outlines all the research on such area below: the political socialization study
in China and abroad, political socialization study in the field of mass communica-
tions, political socialization in the filed of film—television culture and so on. Then,
the author has limited research object, content and object of study. In the later part
of the introduction, the writer introduces a combined analysis methods for “quantita-

tive research” and “qualitative research”.

The first chapter has elaborated the theory of political socialization, and analyzed the
core concept of System—persistence Theory that can be used for reference. Based on
the framework of general system theory and the core concept of System—persistence
Theory, the study regards contemporary China’ s political authority film as a kind of

“input” , and people’ s diffuse support to political authority in reality as a kind of

“output” , in order to build a new “input—output” model, which is used as an analy-
sis framework of contemporary Chinese film function of political socialization. At
last, the chapter has introduced the theory of research hypotheses and experimental

hypothesis variables.

The second chapter discusses the position of the mass media in the form of political
socialization media and that of the films of the mass media. This chapter also points
out that films’ political socialization function is to fulfill political cognition, stimu-

late political emotion and instill political cultural norms.

The third chapter first studies the problem by limitations. The research object is lim-
ited to the group of competitors for public officers. The diffuse support object is lim-
ited to political authority figures in films and in reality. The contemporary Chinese
films are limited to political authority films. Based on such limitation, this chapter
puts forward the problems this chapter aims to answer. Then, the chapter goes on
with empirical research and experimental research design in the following, parts

which alsoinvolves the validity analysis.

The fourth chapter first describes the characteristics of the respondents group. Then,
starting from four different types of political authority such as the political leaders,
soldiers, leading cadres and village officials, this chapter goes on with a bivariate a-
nalysis between “watching degree” and “diffuse support”. Thus, based on the con-
trol variables, this chapter studies multivariate analysis. At last, it analyzes the ex-

perimental result of the Film ‘ Defendant Shan Gang Ye’.

The fifth chapter focuses on the summary analysis and further discussion. The films’
political indoctrination content is not equal to the film media’ s political socialization
effects. In fact, the films’ political socialization function is very limited. Then,
based on summarizing empirical research results, the chapter analyzes the influence

factors of the limitation for films’ political socialization function from the angle of
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medium characteristics and audience’ s characteristics. Later, the chapter analyzes
and discusses the realization mechanism and the analysis framework of the films’ po-
litical socialization function. At last, the chapter analyzes the limitation of the re-

search and shows further research.

The innovation of the study is as below: first, previous study about the mass media
and political socialization study is only limited to function of political socialization of
public news media, or focus on standard and macroscopic research on the function of
political socialization of film—television culture. This dissertation focuses on not only
the political socialization function of films, but also the research subject, the com-
petitors for public officers. This topic and type of research, has certain pioneering
meaning in relevant research field in China, showing the innovation of research
field. Second, the study has not only overcome the defect of ideological and political
education under Chinese inherent political socialization’ s system, but also avoided
the research orientation of simply putting political socialization equal to ideological
and political education, which transcending the meaning of research starting for Chi-
nese existing research. Third, the author used the empirical research method, which
transcending the existing normative research focusing on value evaluation and value
infusion. the study has used scientific empirical method and made a preliminary ex-
ploration of empirical research and experimental research for “films” political social-
ization function that the previous scholars have not done yet. Thus, in today’s politi-
cal socialization research area, this dissertation is initiative. Fourth, through the sci-
entific empirical research, the study has received some new points for the correlativi-
ty between Chinese films and political socialization of specific groups. These points
of view have been found in the first time, or verified by the empirical research first-

ly. Thus, the study has received the innovation of the research view.
