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A Brief Report of Han Dynasty Stone Tablets Excavated from

Abstract: Two stone tablets of Han Dynasty were found in Dongyu Street of Chengdu in
November 2010. They are in the layer of sand and stone below the ground 5 meters. They were
composed of stone pedestal, body, and head. Two of them were ‘benevolent rule’ tablets,
which recorded the experiences and achievements of Mr. Li and Mr. Pei, two governors of Shu

Commandery in Eastern Han Dynasty. There are eight hundred Chinese characters inscribed on
