Abstract

Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles is “ Gold South Wing” of the Yangtze River
Delta. It is composed of Hangzhou as a pole, Huzhou, Jiaxing and Shaoxing as sub-
centers, 5 districts and 6 adjacent counties ( Deqing, Anji, Haining, Tongxiang,
Shaoxing, Zhuji) as dense layers. Its total area of regional planning is 34585 square
kilometers, accounting for the total area of Zhejiang Province in the proportion of
33.97% . By the end of 2011, the total population of Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles
reached 21. 102 million, the GDP reached 1. 449718 trillion yuan, accounting for the
GDP of Zhejiang Province in the proportion of 45.3% , per capita GDP (PGDP)
reached 68839 yuan; per capita disposable income of urban residents reached 31156
yuan, and per capita net income of rural residents reached 15799 yuan.

Under the correct leadership of Zhejiang provincial government, in the care and
guidance of provincial departments, Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles has been in
operation since May 2007, has sought out their own special methodes to realize “Integral
Development” in urban planning, traffic, market, industry, brand, society and so on.
The cooperative consensus, mechanisms, areas and results of these cities have been
constantly reinforced. Comprehensive comparative study on the Competitiveness and
Innovative capacity of the six major metropolitan circles in 2009, by Chinese Research
Institute of Urban Development Strategy and Nanjing Academy of Social Science, among
the innovative cities ( Hangzhou, Nanjing, Wuhan, Chang-Zhu-Tan, Chengdu,
Shenyang) in China, Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles ranked first.

As a developed urban agglomeration in the eastern part of our country, after its 5
years exploiting development stage, Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles has basically
evolved into a unique regular and development pattern of its own, but the urban
cooperation of metropolitan circles is still in the shallow stage, there are lots of work to
do for the awareness, range, field, project, investment, interest, management,
sharing of urban cooperation. This requires us to draw lessons from the past and study
new questions in the process of regional developmént, reference to the development
experiences of the similar metropolitan circles at home and abroad, forecast the scientific

economic and social development direction of Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles in the
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future, provide theoretical bases, intellectual supports and decision-making references
on intercity cooperation and development for Hangzhou, Huzhou, Jiaxing and
Shaoxing. For Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles, the compiling of “ Blue Book of
Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles” has important and profound implications for discussing
the law of development, predicting the trend of development, and guiding the research
on theory and practice.

“Blue Book of Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles” is accomplished with the mayors
of Hangzhou, Huzhou, Jiaxing, Shaoxing as consultants, Tong Guili ( Vice Mayor
of Hangzhou) as a editorial director. Its editorial committee is composed of office for
Economic cooperation (NDRC) and Academy of Social Sciences of these four cities.
The editorial work lies with by Hangzhou Academy of Social Sciences and office for
Coordination Committee on Cooperation and Development of Hangzhou Metropolitan
Economic Circles. The first blue book is named “Economic and Social Development
Report of Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles (2007 —2012)”, containing general report,
special topic, urban topic and appendix. From the height of the decision-making
needs, “Blue Book of Hangzhou Metropolitan Circles” reflects these urban cutting-
edge informations, focus on the summary and the analysis of previous experiences and
realities, identifies the problems and reasons, and on the basis of the research,
combines with cases domestic and overseas, analyses the development trends of these

cities, and put forward the countermeasures for comprehensive global development.
