ABSTRACT

Market economy, as the name implies, is the allocation of social resources
through open and fair competition principles, and an economic form for main market
players to operate freely, which is by far the most efficient economic form proven by
human society. But the market is not a panacea and it can fail as well. Thus, in
terms of obtaining more efficient allocation of social resources, there is a need for a
power to make up the balance market mechanisms. This power is the government,
known as the “visible hand”. A fundamental feature of the market economy of social-
ism with Chinese characteristics is to fully develop government’s active role under the
premise of recognizing the market mechanism playing a basic role in resource alloca-
tion. This is in order to combine the allocation of market competiveness and
government’s scientific regulation that is, mixing up the invisible hand and the visible
hand to achieve the optimum allocative efficiency of social resources. Undoubtedly,
this is a desire, or pursuit under an ideal condition.

With the rapid growth in the last 30 years since the reform and opening up, Chi-
na has become the second largest economy and the biggest exporter in the world, and
national comprehensive strength has significantly enhanced. The “China phenome-
non” , the “China miracle” , the “Chinese road” have become the world’s popular
vocabulary. However, we cannot but realize that in a relatively long period of the past
China’s economic growth miracle was built on the predatory exploitation of natural en-
dowments, enormous destruction of ecological environment, a low level of human
capital accumulation, and a large dependence on external technology, capital, re-
sources and severe structural imbalance as well. This high growth is low — quality,

vulnerable, unbalanced, unstable and unsustainable. Causes are varied. But one
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thing is for sure, and that is the visible hand of government is off normal, which is
much or less in functioning its role. Government, the visible hand, did not reach the
state of a best fit with the invisible hand of the market. The visible hand failed to play
a reasonable idealist to correct the drawbacks and disadvantages of the market, which
is one of the causes.

In the post — financial crisis period, the economy in Euro zone, the United
States and Japan is less than satisfactory. The situation in 2012 is much exacerbated
which makes it hard for the global economic recovery and stability, remains a higher
probability under a precarious external uncertainty and high risk, and exerts a huge
pressure on China and other emerging economies with a highly rapid and sustained
catch —up development. In the past three years, China’s economy speeded down by
the greatest margin, and the steady growth once again becomes the focus of the gov-
ernment and society. However, China can no longer follow its old routine for blind e-
conomic growth at the expense of the government dedicated efforts. It should optimize
structure, adjust the pattern of growth, and be committed to improving the allocation
of resources reasonably and efficiently on a steady growth track. Such a growth is sus-
tainable, promising, and has been widely welcomed. To do this, a higher, better and
stronger visible hand of government to implement macroeconomic regulation and con-
trol is needed.

This is a big transition, and in order to be coordinated with this, there is a need
for new macroeconomic regulation and control. It is the trickiest subject placed in
front of theory circle and decision makers! In this context, Annual Seminar of China’s
Economic Development Strategy was held by China Development Strategy Studies and
Economic Strategic Professional Committee in Beijing in December 2011, and the
main topic of this seminar is to explore the scientific connotation, field, method and
path in the new era of macroeconomic regulation and control in order to provide deci-
sion — makers with a revelation or options. This book is a selected part of seminar’s a-
chievements, which relates to the nature, rules and methods of the macro — control
requirements and discuss about industrial development, financial reform and develop-

ment, urbanization, urban management, employment, foreign trade transformation

and other aspects of regulation and development. Scholars launched an in — depth
thinking for involving fields, and they should demonstrate and make their own insights
with the latest data and case studies. In view of the macro — control as a grand field
study of economics, this book could not cover all range of issues and problems dis-
cussed in one seminar. This book is a collection of several articles and perspectives
for the rich existing research, and we just hope that it is beneficial to explore new i-
deas for scientific decision — making of the relevant sectors. At the same time, we al-
so look forward to launch a discussion to attract a variety of opinions. The preliminary
results of this book are not yet mature and hope readers could give valuable criticism

to spur us on further deepening research.
