Examining the Questions

THE SENTENCE EQUIVALENCE QUESTION

he Sentence Equivalence question requires you to select fwo correct answer choices
that fit the overall meaning of the sentence and produce completed sentences that are
basically equivalent in meaning. Answers that are not fully correct do not receive any credit.

EXAMPLE 1

In the view of some people, a problem the field of political science faces is that the
of its practitioners are predominantly liberal, whereas those of the
subjects of their inquiry are often conservative.

(A) habits

(B) inclinations
(C) politics

(D) proclivities
(E) protégés
(F) students

Answers: Band D
It makes sense that a problem is created in the field of political science because some people
believe that political scientists are predominantly liberal, whereas many of the people they
study have conservative political views. (B) inclinations and (D) proclivities both mean ten-
dencies, which refers to the tendencies of political scientists and the subjects of their inquiry.
(C) Politics is a good choice but there is no synonym for it. (A) habits, (E) protégés, and (F)
students all make some sense but are not synonyms and don’t make as much sense as (B)
inclinations and (D) proclivities.

On this type of question, some choices will often make sense but will not be synonymous
with any of the other choices. Also, a pair of synonyms other than the correct pair will some-
times appear.
