During his half-century mu-
sic career, he has been always closely connecting his music activities
with the fate of motherland and the people and has made outstanding
contribution to the construction and development of China’s music ca-
reer and has won important status and impact to China’s contemporary
music history. Systematical research on this musician’s art success and
rich experience has both significant theoretical and practical meaning
for understanding China’s music development in 20® century and the
musician’s special pursuit and contribution.

Aiming at the research fruits about Huanzhi Li’s music life and his
contribution, this thesis is based on the historical facts and tries to do
scientific research on Huanzhi Li by means of analyzing the develop-
ment of Chinese modern music, in a view of historical materialism and
with the method of materialist dialectics.
