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The Riverside Museum is Glasgow's newest visitor attraction, home to the transport, engineering and
shipbuilding legacy that made Glasgow great.
The Riverside Museum is an architectural masterpiece, designed by Zaha Hadid, arguably the world's most
in-demand architect. The £74 million museum is Hadid's first major public commission to open in the UK. It
houses more than 3,000 exhibits, in over 150 interactive displays telling the stories of the people who made
the term "Clyde Built" one which travelled the world and spoke volumes about unbeatable quality. From
massive steam locomotives, to the recreation of a city street during the 1900s, the cathedral-like structure
provides a stunning backdrop to showcase the innovation and ambition of what was the "Second City of the
Empire”.
The museum reveals the rich and varied stories of Glasgow's great achievements and vibrant spirit; of
technological breakthroughs and heartbreaking tragedies; of local heroes and global giants. Many of these
tales are told through audiovisual displays, hands-on interactive and digital touch screens. The displays will be
~ accessible and many are designed to engage children and young people and to give a better experience for
disabled visitors.
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
