Characters are the written symbols of the Chinese language. Each character stands for a syllable, and contains

various strokes. However, there are only a few basic strokes in Chinese. Apart from some single-component charac-
ters, the great majority of the characters are formed by different fixed structures containing several strokes written
according to certain rules. No matter how many strokes it consists of, a character should be written to fit into a

square. Close attention should be paid to the stroke order, arrangement and proportions of each character.
