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Abstract

The whole society pays a high attention on quality
and safety of agricultural product. With the rapid devel-
opment of Chinese economy, the urban and rural income-
level and living quality improve gradually, and consumer
awareness on food quality and safety strengthen constant-
ly. However, some important events happened on food
quality and safety. It not only damages consumer health
themselves, but also makes a serious economy loss to
productive operators and the whole food industry.
Strengthening the management on food quality and safety
to make sure the final consume safety, has been became a
common recognition of society and a consistent desire of
masses of consumers.

Standing on the contemporary Chinese traditional ag-
riculture to modern agriculture, it has an influence and
requirement to quality and safety supervision. The re-
search records and describes the characteristics, models

and situation of agricultural product quality and safety su-
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pervision at present, make an induction and interpretation
on the problems in practice. Based on the consume re-
gional adaptability analysis frame, the paper study on the
585 consumers’ cognition, demand motivation and pur-
chase behavior towards Xinjiang characteristic agricultur-
al product in Beijing, Zhengzhou and Shanghai, as well as
the difference in different geographical areas, government
food quality and safety supervision policy effect and
consumer'’s response to it. According to empirical study
results, it can help expanding and segment market on
purpose.

This part summarizes and makes comment
on the up to date documents of agricultural product quali-
ty and safety, then analysis on it by relevant economic
theory, to make clear research thought, purpose and
framework of quality and safety supervision and policy
effect of Xinjiang characteristics agricultural products, a
consume regional adaptability perspective.

The second part includes chapter three and chapter
four. This part summarizes general situation, then analy-
sis on the management status in quo and existent prob-

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The third part consists of chapter five and chapter
six. The research studies in micro-level on the consumer
cognition, demand motivation and purchase behavior to-
wards Xinjiang characteristic agricultural product in three
different areas, which are based on 585 questionnaires of
consumer in Beijing, Zhengzhou and Shanghai. Then
quantitative analysis on the main influencing factors, ac-
tion direction and size of consumer purchase behavior to-
wards Xinjiang characteristic agricultural product, as well
as spatial difference in three areas.

The forth part is chapter seven-case study. Taking
Xinjiang Kuerle fragrant pear as research object, on -the
view of consumer to discuss and research on consumer
cognition, demand motivation, purchase behavior and
main influencing factors towards Xinjiang characteristic
agricultural product in three different areas, then inquiry
the regional difference based on the empirical case study.

The last part is chapter eight: the over idea and poli-
cy suggestion. The main conclusions include the general
situation of quality and safety agricultural product, pres-
ent situation and existing problems, consumer cognition,
demand motivation, purchase behavior and main influen-
cing factors towards Xinjiang characteristic agricultural

product in three different areas, as well as case study. In

Solutions presented in this book can be summarized
as follows:

(1) Xinjiang has a prodigious advantage to develop
regional characteristics agricultural product by right of
particular geographical environment and climate condi-
tion. However, no matter in quantity or quality, it has a
great distance comparing with other provinces in frontal,
and need a further improvement.

(2) There are lots of laws and regulations relate to
food quality and safety at present. It has been system-
ized, constituted a group of laws, and formed a general
law framework. Moreover, it has been scientific and rea-
sonable increasingly. However, many problems exist in
current practice.

(3) Because of the difference in consumer’s own re-
sources endowment, family composition, living and work
environment, food quality and safety policy, there has a
regional difference in consumer cognition, demand moti-
vation, purchase behavior and influencing factors towards
Xinjiang characteristic agricultural product in different
cities, as well as response to the food quality and safety
policy.

(4) The food quality and safety policy effect is obvi-
