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Abstract

“Opinions on Deepening the System of Administrative regulation” , which
was adopted by the Second Plenum of the 17" CPC Central Community, has
explicitly put forward the demand of forming the scientific and authentic system
of macroeconomic regulation of high — efficiency. On that basis, and during
the institutional reform of the State Council in 2008, the state has further made
a definite instruction to appropriately divide responsibilities among departments
exercising macroeconomic regulation, and form the scientific and authentic
system of macroeconomic regulation of high — efficiency. It is proposed that
departments, including the National Development and Reform Commission,
the Ministry of Finance, and People’ s Bank of China, sheuld establish and
improve a coordination mechanism, fulfill each own functions with mutual
coordination, and give full play to the guiding role of the national developing
plan, program, and industrial policy in terms of macroeconomic regulation. In
addition, a comprehensive use of policy of fiscal and monetary is required to
form a further improved macroeconomic regulation system, and excise a better
result. Viewing from the legal perspective, systemization of power in the field
of macroeconomic regulation stands as the significant component for macro ~
control formation and perfection. This paper has discussed the problem of
central macro — control power configuration, taking the division of power,
conflict and coordination between principal parts of macro - control as the
breakthrough point, and the central government and government departments
as the major objects. Nevertheless, on account of concepts of legalization and

systemization, research objects involved below are by no means confined to the
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government level, nor the power holders mastering macro - control, but rather
broadened to a certain degree. For instance, the Supreme People’s Court,
which does not belong to the administrative power, as well as the National
Bureau of Statistics, which does not belong to the principal parts of macro —
control, are all got involved to some extent. Whatsoever, it is clearly beyond
disputation that the power relation and formation between central government
and government departments is set as the centre of focus.

Generally speaking, this paper can be divided into three parts, which are
theoretical basis, subjects of power and power configuration, and the legal
rectification on central macro - control power configuration ( hereinafter
referred to as legal rectification) respectively. There are in total five chapters
contained. The first chapter alone stands as the first part, defining and
clarifying the fundamental issues of central macro - control power
configuration, The second part, i. e. the part talking about subjects of power
and power configuration consists of the following three chapters, and it is also
the main body of this paper. Naturally, the fifth chapter is the last part, its
discussion about legal rectification can be regarded as supplement of the
second part, focusing on legalization of power configuration. Introduction
about key point and the logical tread of each part are unfolded as follows.

Part one, i. e. the first chapter, is the theoretical basis, generally
introducing the central macro — control power configuration. Specifically
speaking, it contains defining about the macro — control power configuration,
historical description about macro - control performance and power
configuration in our country, and the theoretical foundation according to which
the central macro — control power configuration is implemented. On the basis
of making definitions about basic terms related in this research, which act as
the foundation part, macro - control performance at different stages and
changes of power pattern are analyzed. What is more, this paper explores the
theoretical foundation of the central macro — control power configuration from
the practical basis and the theoretical foundation at the same time. During this

part, the focus is placed at defining about the macro — control power
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configuration, and the theoretical foundation according to which the central
macro — control power configuration is implemented. In concrete words, as for
the aspect of basic concepts, a advance by degree analysis and defining is
provided in sequence of macro - control, macre - control power, and macro -
control power configuration. Due to the fact that the conception of macro -
control has long been disputed and fuzzy, the combined analysis is made in
accordance with different contexts. Understanding about macro — control
power, methodology of applying this concept, and the applying intention will
be reflected through analysis of the multi - power proposal in varied positions.
Furthermore, the hierarchical defining about distribution from dimensionalities
of procedure and dynamism is not merely aimed at the concept itself, but also
set as the tone for argument formation in initial sense. In other words,
distribution under this topic contains not only the already achieved shared
connotation of power static distributiqn, but with a much broader sense, i. e.
there are coordinate mechanism and cooperation of variability, flexibility, and
adaptability. As for aspect of historical description, six stages of micro —
control in our country and the micro — control in face of financial crisis are all
illustrated, thus summarizing the policy background, control measurements
and performance, and power pattern evolution in each period of time. Through
the above mentioned reviewing, power configuration with Chinese
characteristics and the essential experience are screened. As for aspect of
theoretical foundation, the reason why the central formulation is taken as the
discussion scope is given in the first place, explaining the connotation of
central authority referred to and offering basis to define the field of vision in
this paper. In the next place, following the abstracted logical chain in real
terms, i.e. complexity of macro — control asks for plural of power, and the
plural of power of macro ~ control is in need of division between subjects, and
conflicts of power operation under such division calls for harmony and
systemization, from our country’ s macro — economy features to deduct the
actual demand of power configuration. Again, the central macro — control

power configuration is the kind of relation arrangement and handling
