A Brief Introduction to
Kong Xiangxi Residence

Kong Xiangxi Residence, with popular name
of Kong’ s House, seats in county seat of Taigu,
Jinzhong of Shanxi Province. It is near Wubian
White tower, the symbol building of Taigu Coun-

ty. Kong’s House is no more than 15 miles away
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from the famous tourist scenery spot of residential
compounds of Family Qiao and Family Cao. These
three compounds form a good 1 — day tour route.
Mr. Kong Xiangxi bought the House from
Meng Guangyu, a declining rich merchant in
1925. The house started to build during Qianlong
Years in Qing Dynasty and was completed during
Xianfeng Period. After its purchase by Mr. Kong
the House has been kept in full — scale repair. Cov-
ering an area of 6324.5 square meters. The House
is consisted of six yards and two gardens, Namely,
the main yard, Office yard, Kitchen yard, Stage
yard, Mozhuang yard, West yard, and the East
and the West gardens. In Kong’s house there are
altogether 159 rooms. The main buildings face
south and the yards one links with another. All
yards have good natural lighting. The construction
in the House shows a style of primitive simplicity,
large and generous. Tourists can see good layout of
pavilion, performance stage, storied building and
halls. Man can make a walk along winding corridor
decorated with flying brim, carved roof beam and
colorful ridgepole. The most splendid demonstra-
tion are beam and ridgepole colorfully painted with
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golden bitumen in meeting room in that main yard.
As for the performance stage in the stage yard and
the mini pavilion in the west garden, they are real-
ly unusual buildings among the available Shanxi
rich merchants’ residential compounds. It is worth
to mention here that the east garden in the House
was the top with its exceptional buildings. It’s a
pity it was ruined in 60s of 20 Century. And mo-
ment the garden is under repair and reestablish.
Mr. Kong lived in the House not so frequent-
ly. It was in 1934 when the Kuomintang chairman
Jiang Jieshi and his wife Song Qingling, a younger
sister of Mr. Kong’s wife, visited the House on
their inspection tour in northern China. On the
purpose to receive such distinguish guests, Mr.
Kong had the House thorough repaired and paint-
ed, and all furniture replaced. At present the
room, Chairman Jiang Jieshi couple once lived in,
has been fixed up with wax — finger of the couple
and the household utensils. Besides, in the main
yard an exhibition of all Mr. Kong’s life and in
side — room of the stage yard an exhibition of Chi-
nese money of past dynasties and of the past Chi-

nese Revolution ages.
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In 1956 Mr. Kong’s House was listed as local
important relics in Taigu County and later in 1996
as provincial important relics. The House open to

receive tourists in October 2000.
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
