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BING FU Summary Biography

Bing Fu, originally named Yun Wang, was born in Jiangn-
ing, Nanjing City. He is well-known as a self educated scholar
and poet. He used to be a member of the China Writers’ Associ-
ation, a member of the China Filmmakers Association, a Direc-
tor of Shanghai Writers’ Association (the 4™ and 5" councils),
Head of Shanghai poetry Commission, and Vice Chairman of
Shanghai Paiju (Japanese poetry form in Chinese) Research and
Exchange Association (and the Register). He has been a freel-
ance writer after settling down in Sydney in 1996. He is the
founding President of Barwell Garden Poets Union and advisor
of the NSW Chinese Writers’ Association.

Bing Fu’ s published works include poetry collections
“Waves, The Firefly, The Love Songs of Phoenix Tree”,
“Dream and Non Dream”, “Disappeared Coast”; bilinguals “Sea
Watcher” and “Selected Poems of Bing FU”, Narrative poems
“Distancing Mountains”; prose collections “Clouds Gone Hur-

riedly”, “The Sea, the Sunshine and the Dream — Notes In
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Australia”, “Prose and Essays by Bing Fu”, “Chattering in
Dusk”; screenplay “Love between the Sea and the Mountain”;
critical collections “Writing Aimlessly”, “Tricolor Lyric-com-
ments” and over 20 other art screenplays.

In 1980s, Bing Fu once co-edited “Coastal Poetry Collec-
tion” (20 Volumes), with poet Chengyi Zheng and which were
published by Shanghai Xuelin Publishing House, he also co-edi-
ted “Coastal Prose Collection” (8 Volumes) with Bo Sun and
which were published by Huayi Beijing Publishing House.

He was awarded a national award for his one-act play“Sol-
diers in their Hometown” in the middle 1950s, awarded for his
“Lasting East Wind” (lyric) in the third Whole Army Art Per-
formance in early 1960s. Since the 1980s, he has many awards,
including the first Shanghai Literacy Award for his “Bing Fu Po-
etry Collection”, Excellent Film Award by the Culture Ministry
in 1983 for the cartoon movie “Butterfly Spring” (co-authored) ,a
1985 Gold Rooster Award in China and an award by the Interna-
tional Cartoon Movie Festival held in Hiroshima, Japan for his
screenplay “The Fire Boy”, and a HAIKU Award for his Paiju
poem entitled “The Flower Girl of Suzhou” given at the fifth Na-
tional Culture Festival in Japan (as well as being invited to visit
to Japan for receiving this award). In May 1995 his essay “Where
is the Wild Goose Flying to?” won an award from Independence
Daily, a Chinese newspaper in Australia, In October 2000, a set
of his short poem (in English) was commended by the 21* World

Poets Congress Preparatory Committee in Sydney.
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
