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1. Iraqi police say the bomb tore through a popular market in central Baghdad where many
kinds of animals are sold. Witnesses said the bomb went off at mid-morning, and was disguised to
look like a box of pigeons. Late Thursday, sirens wailed, as emergency officials tried to care for
the wounded after a bomb struck a mostly Shiite neighborhood in central Baghdad.

2. On average, 800, 000 children are reported missing in the US every year, but only a small
number of these are kidnappings. The Amber Alert Program was created in 1996 to help find chil-
dren believed to be abducted. It is named after 9-year-old Amber Hagerman who was kidnapped
and brutally murdered while riding her bicycle in Arlington, Texas.

She says they are gathered in the village of Gas- sire, 8 kilometers
north of the town of Goz Beida.

4. At many ski resorts, crews triggers small snowslides deliberately before conditions become
dangerous. But if a large avalanche develops, anyone caught in the snow’s path should know it is
impossible to outrun an avalanche.
