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Zhang Wei

Zhang Wei, the Chairman of Shandong Writers Association, who is regarded
as one of the highly honored, the most creative and the most popular middle-aged
Chinese writer with an abundant amount of works.

His publications include over 300 separate editions (counted as over 13 million
Chinese characters) which are also collected in the following anthologies: The Best
Collection of Zhang Wei (Volume 1-5),Literary Library by Zhang Wei (Volume
1-10),etc. His representative works include: novels of the Ancient Boat, Letters from
Alien Provinces, Scandal or Romance, You Are in the Plateau. cssays of Introjected
into Wilderness. Midnight Meditation, and literary critical work The Spiritual
Background, etc.

Some of Zhang Wei’s works have been translated into English, French, Japanese.
Korean and other foreign languages. All together his works have been awarded for
more than 60 awards both domestic and abroad.

For over 30 years ever since, not a single C hinese novels had ever been so highly
acknowledged as The Ancient Boat, which won numerous awards and was
recognized as “100 Best Novels in Chinese of Hundred years™ and “Best Literaturc
Books in Chinese of A Hundred Years”. This book was also selected as the High-
level Examination Materials authorized by French Educational Department and
French Scientific Center.

The original full-length novel You Are in the Plateau with 4.5 million characters
cost Zhang Wei more than 20 years to finish. This work got 16 awards, which
including “The Top of 10 Best Chinese Novels of The World” (2010), Annual
outstanding writer of “Award for Chinese Literature Media™, “Mao Dun Literary
Award”, etc.

At the end of 20th Century, he has respectively won “Most Powerful Writer in
