It is based on the premise that the teacher should be silent as
much as possible in the classroom and the learner should be en-

. Silence is considered the best vehicle for learning, because in si-

lence students concentrate on the task to be accomplished and the
potential means to its accomplishment.

own production.

. Teacher modeling is minimal, although much of the activity may

be teacher directed.

. The absence of correction and repeated modeling from the teacher

requires the students to develop “inner criteria” and to correct

themselves.

. Learners exert a strong influence over each other’s learning and,

to a lesser degree, over the linguistic content taught.

. Sequence and timing in Silent Way classes are more important

than in many kinds of languages teaching classes, and the

teachers’ sensitivity to and management of them is critical.
