Note:

1) There are four tones in Chinese. Depending on their tones, two words with identical
consonants and vowels can have completely different meanings, e. g. “#%” (ma,
mom), “BK” (md, sesame), “I” (ma, horse), and “&” (mq, to scold).

2) When two third-toned characters are combined to form a word, the first one
needs to be pronounced in second tone, e.g.“ni hdo” is read as “ni hao”.

3) Sometimes the suffix of a two-syllable word, such as “shi” in “rén shi”, needs to
be pronounced as a light tone - unstressed syllable pronounced without its original

pitch in Chinese pronunciation.
