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Abstract Since the reform and opening-up, the absolute gap between China’s west-
ern and eastern regional economic development continues to widen, and the lagging
behind of the development of private economy is the main reason for the wider eco-
nomic disparities of the western and developed areas. This book is intended to make
an intrinsic reasonable explanation for the reasons of the slow development of private
economy of the west from the perspective of the regional culture.

On the basis of deep inquiry into the origin and character of western culture, the
book makes qualitative classification of the western area culture and refers it to the
conservative culture. The conservative nature of this culture is the root causes of the
difficult of cultivating the economic environment in the western market, generating
the entrepreneurial class, developing the private economy, and thereby affect the
western regional economy, so culture is a long-term constraints to economic develop-
ment in the western region. On this basis, the book focuses on the path of the cul-
ture impacting the regional economic development, and makes comprehensive discus-
sion of the internal relations between the culture change and the western regional e-
conomic development from three channels; the spiritual cultural change sand the
forms of the western economic entities, the institutional culture change and the culti-
vation of the western economy market environment, the material cultural resources
and the western culture industry. It concludes that culture change is the basic condi-
tions promoting the western region to achieve long-term sustainable economic devel-
opment.

Finally, the book also proposes the general idea and safeguards of Western cul-

ture change incorporating the needs of Western culture change.
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
