Abstract

Bark cloth (tapa, barkcloth) is a type of nonwoven cloth. Its raw materials come from the bark of plants
processing fechnology by tapping into the fabric. The tapa is one of the characteristics of the Austronesian
cultures. This article presents the culture of the bark cloth relatives to the Austronesian. Begin from the aspect
of the linguistics research, and the materials and tools used to make the bark cloth, as well as the research
examples of the biological pathways for the phylogeography of the paper mulberry (Broussonetia papyriferal.
This paper describes the important archaeological evidence, both the tapa beater and the stone mallet, also
discusses the culture of the bark cloth in Taiwan. The content of the bark cloth could be discussed through
three different aspects: the studies of phylogeography, archaeological excavation, and the usage of many
ethnic groups related to their material culture. The more effort we made in every domain of the researches, the

clearer the effective reference between the Austronesian culture and the bark cloth could be contextualized.
