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Jinan is the capital as well as political , economic and cultural center of Shandong Province. Itisa famous
historic cultural city of national class , a coastal economic zone opening to the outside world and one of the China’s
key hub of communications. While it covers a total area of 5,818 square kilometers and has a population of 4,
040,000,its constructed urban area occupies 102 square kilometers and its urban population amounts to 1 +430,
000. The main branches of its industrial system are machinery, textile, metallurgic and electronics industries.
The spots with scenic beauty and historic interest include the Baotu, Heihu, Zhenzhu and Wulongtan Spring
Groups , Daming Lake Scenic District and Simen Pagoda, Stone Ancestral Temple of the Guo Family on the Xi-
aotang Hill, Lingyan Temple and Ruins of the Longshan Culture at Chengziya which are key historic relics
under nation-level preservation.
