K PREFACE 1

When talking of Ji’an, many people know that it is the location-of the Jinggangshan
mountains, “the cradle of the Chinese revolution”, well-known to all over the world for its
brilliant sites of the modern history of the Chinese revolution.Both in Song and Ming Dynasty
there are many distinguished people and exquisite objects in the area.And it was famous both in
the north and south China as “an area which upheld cultural and moral values and filial duty”.
Now, when people mention Ji'an, it is not certain that they will know of the long historical links
with the “Jinggangshan Spirit” and “Luling Culture”. The reputation of “the bronze kingdom of
the southern part of the Yangtze River” covers Ji’an with a more mysterious veil.

Contemporary archaeologists extol the Shang Dynasty tombs in Xingan County, Jian City, as
“the bronze kingdom of the southern part of the Yangtze River”. Among the many cultural relics
unearthed from Shang Dynasty tombs in Xingan County, bronze ware is the most attractive. In
quantity, variety, molding, line design and foundry work they are counted as the most numerous
and the best in the southern part of the Yangtze River, and are rarely seen elsewhere in the
country.

Bronze is an alloy of copper and tin. Because of its advantages (low melting point, hardness,
ease of casting, wear resistance and chemical stability) ancient peoples made sacrificial vessels,
weapons, tools, musical instruments and sundry vessels out of bronze. Archaeologically these are
referred to as “bronze ware”. In the history of human development, ages are defined by the stage
of development of the artifacts employed in production. The Bronze Age lies between the Stone Age
and the Iron Age, and bronze ware marks a progression of human development away from
primitive savagery .

With the discovery and excavation of “the bronze kingdom of the southern part of Yangtze
River”, many types of bronze ware were unearthed, such as“Central Plains Style”, “Local Style”
and “Mixed Style”, these drew aside the mysterious veil covering the ancient history of Jian and
shed new light on the history of Chinese civilization. The discovery of these bronze objects was
a powerful challenge to “the theory of the cultural center of the Central Plains” since it provided
evidence questioning this version of the history of Chinese civilization. According to this widely
held theory “the Central Plains was the only civilized area” and “the southern part of Yangtze
River was a savage and wild place in the Yin Shang Dynasty”. The convincing historic evidence
provided by the bronze ware proves that, as early as in the Yin Shang Dynasty, the bronze culture
of Ji'an county, Jian city, was highly developed, and that the Yangtze River basin was another
cradle of ancient Chinese culture.

Changes in the seasons bring great changes to the world. The bronze wares, unearthed from
the tombs of the Shang Dynasty, are still bursting with vitality, although they have suffered
natural erosion through the ages. These historical relics are both a valuable part of the cultural
heritage of mankind and an invaluable part of the spiritual wealth of the nation. They are the
evidence of the history of society, the crystal of human culture and the encapsulation of the
national spirit. They have the social functions of educating us, validating our history and providing
a deeper insight into that history. Because of their irreplaceable nature, they are greatly treasured
by mankind.

Now human society has entered the 2l1st century and the Chinese people, full of pride and
enthusiasm, have entered a new era. In the great cause of building socialist physical and spiritual
civilization, carrying forward our traditions and inheriting our civilization are our historical
responsibilities. As the inheritors of “the Luling Culture” and “the Jingganshan Spirit”, we must
protect and disseminate the bronze treasures unearthed from the tombs of the Shang Dynasty in
Xingan County, and make full use of their social functions. By using them, we can educate the
people and inspire our descendants. We must carry forward the splendid traditional culture of our
motherland, enhance the patriotic ideology and stimulate the national spirit, so as to make the
Chinese civilization magnificent and luminous through the ages.
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
