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This book tried to summarizing the British resilience system

and methodology; exploring the unique features and key success
factors in the UK resilience system; and systematically analysing
the path to restructuring the Chinese emergency management sys-
tem, in light of the British one.

The book was divided into ten chapters.

As an introduction, Chapter 1 introduced the background of
emergency management in UK, the basic characteristics of emer-
gency management in UK, and the theoreticar analysis on the UK
experiences.

Chapter 2 tried to set up an infrastructural framework for the
understanding of the UK resilience system. This chapter dis-
cussed the core concepts for dealing with crisis; introduced the le-
gal basement of the Civil Contingencies Act 2004 and related reg-
ulations; and introduced 8 principles for emergency management.

Chapter 3 aimed to give a clear picture of the arrangements of
public emergency management structure at central level, regional
level and local level. The chapter also discussed the command sys-
tem of Category 1 responders.

Chapter 4 tried to summarise the emergency management
mechanisms of emergency management in UK, which includes: e-
mergency preparedness mechanism; emergency responds at local

level, regional level and central level; and recovery mechanism.

Emergency Management in United Kingdom: System, Methodology and Implication

Chapter 5 and Chapter 6 introduced the emergency prepared-
ness in UK. After describing the general framework of the 7 civil
protection duties, Chapter 5 focused on the events oriented duties
of risk assessment, emergency planning and business continuity
management. Chapter 6 focused on the objects oriented duties of
co-operation and information sharing between responders, com-
municating with the public, and advice and assistance to business
and voluntary organisations. At last, the chapter discussed the
monitoring and enforcement to the emergency preparedness.

Chapter 7 summarized the arrangements of emergency re-
sponds in UK. The following issues were discussed: basic issues
in emergency response; communicating with the public and mass
evacuation; humanitarian assistance; working with the media;sci-
ence, funding and records and reports; and resilient communica-
tion.

Chapter 8 discussed the arrangement of recovery in UK,
which includes: concepts, principles and guidance of recovery;
management and co-ordination in recovery; funding for recovery;
evaluation and experience learning of recovery.

Chapter 9 discussed 3 capability building issues in UK resili-
ence. They are: emergency management training, especially on
the Emergency Planning College; emergency exercises arrange-
ments; and the UK government Capability Workflow Pro-
grammes.

The last chapter, Chapter 10, tried to analyse the UK emer-
gency management more comprehensively and deeply. The three
general key aspects are: the spirits of service, normalisation and
standardisation; the management arrangements of whole process,
whole dimension and systemasation; and the process of studying,
learning and rationalisation. The chapter then roughly analysed
the shortcomings of UK emergency management system.

To show evidences of the UK resilience efforts, the book ci-
ted a lot of information from the Cabinet Office documents and

many other sources from both English and Chinese sides. To help




readers to understand issues better, the book also exhibited cases
and some detailed information all around in the book.

As the book was written for the Chinese readers, the author
commented related issues in China and expressed policy sugges-
tions for the Chinese policy makers at the last sections of Chapter
2-10, with the titles of “What Can Be Learnt”.

The book aims to serve the following purposes: the first one
is to provide the senior officials trained in the Chinese Academy of
Governance a reference book on the British good practice; and the
second one is to provide the Chinese researchers a reference book

in their study of emergency management.
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
