China in the UN and the UN in China’

I Renata Lok-Dessallien (UN Resident Coordinator, China)

As we celebrate 40 years of the People’s Republic of China in the United
Nations, it is timely to reflect on what the UN is, what it does, and what it means
for China.

The great Chinese philosopher Laozi (Lao —Tse) once said:

“The Way of Heaven is to benefit others and not to injure.

The Way of the sage is to act but not to compete. ”

There is much in this wisdom that reflects the aspirations embodied in the
United Nations Charter, and reminds us of the path to peace.

The United Nations was born of the two deadliest conflicts in human history.
The world came together out of necessity, to prevent the scourge of another world
war. It was born from the vision of a world bound together by core human values
- and responsibilities, based in law and ruled by reason. Countries came together
because they realized that only through cooperation, not competition, could they

find a sustainable way forward for humanity.
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Member States thus created the United Nations to advance three ambitious
agendas: peace and security, human rights, and development. In pursuit of these
goals, the UN was charged with demanding missions: to promote the rule of
international law as the basis of global justice; to establish common international
standards and norms; to promote basic human dignities; and where necessary, to
act to restore or maintain international peace and security.

Over time, the UN assumed a broad development agenda aimed at reducing
inequities between and within countries. With each successive disaster, it took on
more humanitarian work to foster caring and compassion for victims of disaster
across the globe, recognizing the interconnectivity of humankind as the essence of
peaceful coexistence. Through a vast array of intergovernmental conferences,
meetings and seminars, it sought to build understanding between people and
countries, as a prerequisite for peaceful engagement.

It is now almost 66 years since the UN was established, and the world has
changed immensely. We face global challenges more complex than we have ever
encountered, in a world far more interconnected than ever before.

But the imperative for peace has not changed, nor have the ideals and values
embodied in the UN Charter. And the need for a global order governed by rules is
greater than ever. Pick almost any issue confronting our world today - terrorism,
climate change, food security, avian flu, natural disasters, poverty, trade - and
we will find that meaningful solutions require international dialogue and
cooperation. Today ’ s global realities demand responsive, representative and
effective systems of global governance, and collective action based on visionary and
decisive leadership.

Sometimes the UN has risen to these challenges; too often it has not. Many
other global and regional groupings have emerged to deal with urgent issues as they
arise. They have helped meet the complex needs of our times, but too often they
also have fallen short. The world is still singularly wanting in its ability to
effectively manage global public goods.

The UN’s shortcomings are well known. It is an international bureaucracy with
