Zhao Zhiqgian (1829AD-1884AD) originally styled himself Yifu
with the alternative name of Lengjun. Later on, he styled himself
Shuru, with the alternative names of Tiesan, Hanliao, Bei’an, Wumen
and Mei’an. From Shaoxing of Zhejiang Province, he had served as
the Magistrate of Poyang and Fengxin County. He was well-versed
in poetry, calligraphy, seal cutting and painting. Learning calligraphy
from Yan Zhenqing and Deng Shiru, he developed his own unique and
imposing style. He learned painting of flowers and plants from Shi
Tao, made innovations, and became the father of freehand brushwork
of flowers and plants. Previously learning seal cutting from Zhe
School, he studied Song, Yuan and Anhui School, and focused on
imperial seals and personal seals later on. In addition, he tried to
introduce Qin Imperial Decree, Han Mirror, Coins, Han Inscriptions,
and Rubbings to seal cutting, generating vigorous, beautiful and
powerful works. He was an all-round maestro.

Three letters addressed to his friend Mr. Shaoan are included in
this book.
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
