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Hualnan Hlstorlcal Relics Review

Huainan City with geographical advantages and abundant resources is located in the north-
central region of Anhui Province. It is surrounded by mountains and rivers and the Huai River is
running through the city from west to east. Huainan City, as one of the large scale energy base of
China, is a bright pearl of Central Anhui. Huainan City has a long history. Be traced back to ancient
times, our ancestors have been living on this land. As early as the Neolithic Age, human beings
evolved here. The Huai Yi (a aboriginal tribe along Yangze River and Huai River) flourished here
during Xia and Shang Dynasties. It became the capital of the Zhoulai State, Xiacai State and Chu
State in turn during Zhou Dynasty. During Western Han Dynasty it was the fiefdom of Liu An, the
king of Huainan who authored the epoch-making social encyclopedia, Huannanz. The Battle of
Fei River, one of the most significant battles in the history of China, happened in Huainan during
Eastern Jin Dynasty. During Sui and Tang Dynasties Huainan is famous for porcelain produced
from Shouzhou Kiln. Many historical remains and historical relics distribute in Huainan City for it
has a long history.

Huainan Museum founded in 1958, is one of the earliest municipal level museums controlled
by provincial government in Anhui Province. Huainan Historical Relics Administration Office is
established in 1986, so Huainan Museum, as “an institution two units”, is responsible for protecting
and managing museum collections and unmovable cultural relics of the Huainan City.

In the early 1990’s, the Huainan Museum was located at Tianjiaan Area. Experienced many
changes, the museum moved into the new building at middle Dongshan Road in August, 2008. For
the past fifty years, the museum, which has experienced much effort of several generations, has
become a large-scale comprehensive local museum and covers an area of 15.69 acres and building
area of 10200 square meters. There are two permanent exhibitions, the Huai River Area Relics
Exhibition and the Shouzhou Kiln Exhibition, and colorful temporary exhibitions, which make the
Huainan Museum the important cultural publicity window of Huainan City. The Huainnan Museum
holds a distinct and rich collection on bronzes of Shang and Zhou Dynasties and Shouzhou Kiln
Porcelain of Sui and Tang Dynasties. The 136 historical relics selected vividly depict the feature of

the collections of the Huainan Museum.

Part One

The Huainan City is divided into two parts with different topographies by the Huai River. The
southern area which lies in the most northern part of Jianghuai hilly region possesses the feature
of hilly topography and the northern part which lies in the most southern part of Huaibei Plain
possesses a rich topography. Lots of rivers, fertile soil and pleasant climate distributed make the
city suitable for human habitation. According to the data of the Third National Survey of Cultural
Relic, there are 34 sites, including 10 Neolithic sites, 9 sites of Shang and Zhou Dynasties and 15
