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Abstract

In 2001, facing the complex and variable domestic and oversea economic situation,
the light industry insisted on the market orientation, positively expanded the domestic
consumption market and strived to stabilize the oversea demand market, and accelerated
the industrial structure adjustment, and urged the transformation and upgrade of the
industry with the energy conservation, emission reduction and technology advancement
as the breakthrough. In the whole year the light industry developed stably and fast and
realized the favorable opening of the light industry in the “Twelfth Five-Year Plan”
period with the great growth of employment and higher profit growth than production
value growth.

The report comprehensively reflected the development achievements of the light
industry in aspects of economic operation, regional development, foreign trade,
industrial safety, brand construction as well as the integration of informationalization and
industrialization; it analyzed the development trend in aspects of economic operation,
import and export, dissected the major problems of development and safety, and
proposed the specific suggestions for the ten classic light industries including leather,
ceramics, food, plastics, papermaking, consumer goods, stationery and sporting goods,
home appliance, toys, as well as hardware.

Through the data analysis, the report revealed that in 2011 the light industry’s
economic operation trend was favorable, foreign trade achievement was outstanding,
regional economic development was fast, industrial safety was emphasized, and state
macroscopic supporting policy effect was obvious; the report also analyzed the
development environment of the light industry in 2012, predicted the major economic
index data, and proposed the suggestions on the countermeasures for the promotion of
fast development of the light industry.

The report is organized into four chapters. The first chapter is the general report,
which sorts the overall economic growth of the light industry, and the
comprehensiveness and diversification of economic development trend; the second
chapter is the specific reports, which successively elaborates and analyzes the economic

operation and development trend of ten classic light industries including leather,
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ceramics, food, plastics, papermaking, consumer goods, stationery and sporting goods,
home appliance, toys, as well as hardware; the third chapter is the China light industry
indexes, which elaborates the thought, methods and recent research achievements for
the light industry indexes study in China; the fourth chapter is the policy suggestions,
which puts forward specific development countermeasures and policy suggestions aiming
at the domestic and oversea economic development trend during the report period and
in future, which is based on the current development situation and specific features of
light industry in China.

The report is innovative in aspects: 1. It is the first time in China to systematically
develop comprehensive study on the development and safety issues of China light
industry; 2. The General Report comprehensively covers the relevant issues of economic
growth and development, including economic operation, foreign trade situation,
regional development, brand construction, industrial safety and the integration of
informationalization and industrialization which are the elements related to the sustainable
development of light industry in fields of international trade, regional economy,
marketing, industrial economy and technology economy; 3. The Chapter of Specific
Reports highlights the industrial structure and arrangement of the light industry,
discussed the actual system structural problems in light industry in depth, such as the
development trend of over capacity industries, development situations of policy-
promoted industries and foreign-trade-driven industries. Every Specific Report is organic
and independent, and provides theoretical and practical assistance for the study on
specific industries; 4. It firstly elaborates in detail the introduction of the theoretical
economic index method to the study on China light industry economic growth, which
lays foundation for the further research.

In the report, it comes up with many hot and difficult problems of the light
industry development in China. For instance, in the field of foreign trade, since China
joined WTO, the light industry has not only realized the sustainable and stable economic
aggregate growth and the improvement of industrial international competitiveness, but
also improved the capacity to master and use the WTO rules and played a positive role
in the international trade affaires. It was also influenced by the complex variation of the
world economy ; the light industry faces challenges in aspects of response to international
trade frictions and mastering the foreign fund control power. In view of the regional
development structure, in recent years, the cost added and industrial upgrading pressure
further increased in east coastal areas, while in the central and west areas, relying on the

resource reserve advantages, the light industry obtained more opportunities for regional

as outdated products elimination, technology, equipments and facilities improvement.
In view of information construction, the key light industry enterprises actively use
advanced information technology, accelerate technology transformation and upgrade,
and have made great achievements. With the update and development of IT
technology, the light industry actively uses the “cloud computing” and the “Internet of
Things” flexibly; and meanwhile is to realize larger breakthrough for the integration of

informationalization and industrialization.
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
