Immigration". These show that Shenzhen, a city lying on the southeast coast of
China, has a history of over 7, 000 years of human development and marine economy,
over 1, 700 years of urban history, over 600 years of history on coastal defence, and a

long history on the Cantonese and Hakka migration.
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
