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Abstract

From the start by investigating the problems of the concept
of Tungus and the nature, characteristics and historical status of
the rises of Tungus, this book attempts to grasp and study the
periodically rising history of Tungus as whole and to disclose the
law of the rises of Tungus, by synthesizing the historical litera-
tures, archeological reports and the data of anthropology, ethnol-
ogy, linguistics, historical geography, geology, speciology, aer-
ography and so on, in way of refutation, thesis-putting-forward,
comparison, statistic analysis, measurable account, etc. , combi-
ning the macro-investigation and micro-investigation, the positive
demonstration and theoretical analysis.

Of the concept of Tungus. By re-defining the connotation and
denotation of the concept of Tungus on the bases of summarizing
and absorbing the multi-disciplinary achievements of ethnical lin-
guistics, ethnology folklore, etc., the author argues that this
concept is based on the ethnic of Tungusian and Tungusic, the
similar habitation region and ways of economy and life by and
large, the common primary religion and the far-ranging feeling of
ethnical identity, which refers to a step-by-step developing ethni-
cal system including the tribes or groups of tribes and folks in va-
rious historical periods, such as Su-Shen(# ) in pre-Qin peri-
od, Yi-Lou(# %) in Han and Jin Dynasties, Wu-Ji (] &) in
South-North Dynasties, Mo-He (£ #}) in Sui and Tang Dynas-
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ties, Nuzhen (& E) in Liao, Song, Jin and Yuan Dynasties,
Manchu(3#%#), Ewenki, Oreqen, Hezhen in Ming and Qing Dy-
nasties, so as to define the connotation and denotation of the con-
cept of Tungus exactly and to lay a solid foundation for establis-
hing the discipline of Tungusics.

Of the nature of the rises of Tungus. Despite long-time dis-
cussions among the home and foreign scholars, this problem has
been not yet solved thoroughly. These scholars have put forward
these false theories or points of view as follows: “the theory of o-
riginating from upriver drainage area of Heilon River” as to the
problem of the origin of Tungus; “the theory of independent sov-
ereignty” as to the establishment of Bohai Regime; “the theory of
foreign nationality or foreign country” and “the theory of con-
quest by foreign nation” as to the establishments of Liao, Jin,
Yuan and Qing Dynasties. All of these has brought about large
negative influences and confusion upon the researches of history
and ethnology in our country.

Refuting these false theories according to various authentic
proofs, this book argues that the ancient Tungus is an important
branch of Chinese nation, for they originated from the hinterland
of China before they established Bohai, Jin and Qing Dynasties;
they were still holding near economic and cultural contacts with,
and definite feudatory political relation to the central dynasties af-
ter they moved to the Northeast; their rises and establishments of

regimes time after time were results of the development of ethni-
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cal conflicts inside China and products of their changing their own
political status through ethnical strugle except the reasons of the
inter-differentiation and struggle of classes inside their own socie-
ties; that is to say, they are all domestic affairs of China and their
activities are inseparable parts of Chinese history.

The characteristics of the rises of Tungus. On the bases of
comparative investigations, this book brings forward a theoretical
generalization of “progressive reconstruction” for the first time as
reflecting the periodic development rule of the rises of various
tribes among Tungusic family, including the Bohai Regime by
Mo-He, Jin Dynasty by Nuzhen and Qing Dynasty by Manchu,
and further analyze deeply the reasons for the formation of this
rule. The reasons of the ceaseless South-going in the process of
the rise and development of Tungus are: their regular economic
and cultural intercourses with the central region were blocked by
the retroactive ethnical policies of central regimes, so that they
had to carve out their way for their own economic and cultural de-
velopment inexorably by the means of violence;on the other hand,
the occurrence of the progressive trend in the course of South-go-
ing from Bohai regime in the Northeast to Jin Dynasty occupying
the half of China and the Qing unifing whole of China was nearly
related to the historical opportunities of the rises of Su-Mo (FEXK)
branch of Mo-He, Nuzhen and Manchu, the interior conditions of
governing blocs of Jin and Qing, the advantages and disadvanta-

ges of their ethnical policies, the economic adaptive capability of
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the governing classes to the governed region, primarily the region
of Han;the phenomenon of reconstruction of political power in the
course of the rises of Tungus mainly resulted from the unbalanced
historical development among the tribes inside Tungusic family
formed by the interior differences of geographical environment in
the Northeast of China. This kind of unbalance caused several
great differentiations in their developing history and made it im-
possible to finish the rise at one time, and after every former rise,
every different tribe of Tungusic family repeated inevitably the old
way of their ancestors through the long time primary society and
reconstructed their political organizations in the conflicts of interi-
or classes and the struggle against the external ethnical pressure,

The regimes or dynasties established by minorities were very
frequent phenomena in Chinese ancient history, they were Hun
(P in Qin and Han Dynasties, Jie(#), Ti([K)and Chang(3&)
in the period of Five-Hus(F#j), Xian-Bei (# %) and Rou-Ran
(F#)in South-North Dynasties, Turk in Sui and Tang Dynas-
ties, Qi-Dan(#f}) and Mongol in Liao, Song and Jin Dynasties,
etc. except Tungus. The reasons and the rule or law of these phe-
nomena are under further investigations. Therefore this book de-
tecting the characteristics and special law of the rises of Tungus
will help to summarize and study the universal law of the rises of
ancient Chinese minorities.

Of the historical status of Tungus. By defining the concept of

Tungus and analyzing the nature and characteristics of the rises of
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it scientifically, this book believes that Tungus made outstanding
historical contributions to establishing and defending the frontier
of homeland, developing the Northeast, managing the Northern,
constructing the whole country and promoting the integration of
Chinese nationality within multi-ethnical groups, so that it took
up a very important historical status in Chinese history with its
characteristic of up-going step by step.

This book pays also great attention to applying the theoreti-
cal construction to reality, which the author strives to build into a
system. So the author puts forward some experiences and lessons
drawing from the comparative studies of the economic and ethnical
policies in Tang, Liao, Jin, Ming and Qing dynasties, which have
plenty of referential meanings to dealing with nowadays economic
and ethnical problems, and to the making of economic policy and

ethnical policies,
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
