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Abstract

China is a unified multinational country. It is the theme of
the contemporary national work to realize the united struggle of
all nations in China, common prosperity and development. Espe-
cially since entering new century, the importance of the moderni-
zation question of ethnic minority area of our country is promi-
nent day by day. Looking from the domestic situations, the pro-
posed goal, “we will,in the first 20 years of this century, concen-
trate our efforts to build a high level, well-off society in all-a-
round way which will benefit more than a billion people,” makes
the comfortable problems of relatively backward minority regions
become the significant content of our country which is building
the Socialist well-off society; while seeing from the international
situations, under great environment that the deepening develop-
ment of globalization and constantly impacts of the world nation-
alism wave,if we can’t progressively narrow the disparities on e-
conomy and culture development among the nations, meanwhile if

we don’t eliminate the existing and actual inequality among the
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nations,it will not good to maintain the reunification of the coun-
try and social stability,in the long run, the modernization of the
national economy will be deferred because of this. So it is not on-
ly the wish and need of the ethnic minorities and minority regions
to accelerate the modernized construction and improve the mod-
ernized level of minority regions,but also the need of the common
prosperity and progress of the big Chinese nation’s family.
However,it should be noticed that the modernization of the
ethnic minority regions have the obvious, delayed and exogenous
characteristics because of their low-level starting point, weak
foundation and insufficient self-development. Therefore, to start
and development the modernization of minority regions,the inter-
ference of the external dynamics seems very important, especially
the central governmental guidance, support and pushes, which
will directly influenced the modernized development direction and
development level of minority regions. This makes the modern-
ized guiding ideology and coherent practice of Chinese Commu-
nist Party about ethnic minority regions, play an extremely im-
portant promotion role to push the modernized construction of
minority regions. From this aspect, to research and study CCP’s
modernized thought and practice on minority regions, meanwhile
sum up the experiences and lessons, has very significant theoreti-
cal and realistic significance to better guide the modernized con-
struction practices of ethnic minority areas and further accelerate
the course of modernization of these areas. However, research a-
bout this subject has not attracted enough attention of the aca-

demic circles, and relevant research results are relatively rare
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too. Thus, this thesis regards the changes of domestic and inter-
national situations as the background, takes the modernization
construction practices of the ethnic minority regions since the re-
form and opening up until now as the clue, bases on the relevant
documents and literatures, regards the discourses of Chinese
leaders as the focal point, systematically and historically resear-
ches and theoretically analyses CCP’s modernized thought and
practices on minority regions which were formed since the reform
and opening up. It is also expected that this thesis will,on the ba-
sis of summarizing the experiences and lessons, play certain refer-
ence role to the modernized construction practice of the ethnic
minority regions under the leadership of Chinese Communist Par-
ty,it also hoped that this thesis will do some help to further
deepen the research field for the questions about the moderniza-
tion of ethnic minority.

This thesis mainly includes four parts except for the intro-
duction and conclusion.

Chapter one analyzes the theoretical basis of producing
CCP’s thought about modernization of ethnic minority regions,
expounds a number of thoughts on the minorities and their devel-
opment of some classical Marxism writer, meanwhile it also ana-
lyzes Marxism’s national theory on CCP’s impacts.

Chapter two is the key point of the whole thesis. It mainly
exposits and analyzes the core contents of CCP’s thought on the
modernization of ethnic minority regions. It includes six points of
thoughts: the great rejuvenation of the chinese nation can not be

separated from the modernization of the minority regions; the
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construction of ethnic minority regions must insist the two open-
up thought; the economic development of minority region must
keep an eye on spurring the development and prosperity of local
minorities; the modernized construction of minority regions must
strike a balance between economic benefits and ecological bene-
fits; the modernized construction of ethnic minority regions can’
t be separated from the help of the country; it is the powerful
guarantee of the modernized construction of minority areas to
cultivate and select the high-quality cadres of ethnic minority and
other thoughts. On this basis; section seven has summarized the
main characteristic of CCP’ s modernized thoughts on minority
regions briefly, in order to further deepen the understanding of
these thoughts,

Chapter three further discussed a number of practices of the
modernization process of minority regions under. CCP’s leader-
ship. Section one and section two mainly explain modernized
preparation and prelude of ethnic minority area. Section three to
six studies the implementation situation, effect and existing prob-
lems of some construction practices carried out by CCP, which
are to boost the modernization of the ethnic minority areas, such
as counterpart assistance,opening up the areas along the rivers,
western development and vitalizing border areas and enriching
the people living there, etc. Section seven analyses the reasons of
existing problems in the above practices and puts forward the
solving thought.

On the basis of the above research, Chapter four summarizes

and analyses the basic experiences of CCP’s modernized thought
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and practices on minority regions, and draws the conclusion
which has regularity and realistic directive significance: First,ad-
vance the modernization of ethnic minority area on the premise of
insisting in the socialist road of the distinct Chinese characteris-
tics; Second, make ethnic equality, national unity and common
prosperity of all nationalities as the starting point and destina-
tion; Third, proceed from actual situation of ethnic minority are-
a,make a concrete analysis of concrete problems; Fourth, make
overall plans and take all factors into consideration,and cope well
with the relations between the part and overall situations; Fifth,
regard de‘(felopment as the centre and deal with various contradic-
tions correctly all along.

The conclusion part emphatically analyzes the new challenge
of modernization faced in minority regions at present,and points
out that only advance with the times, carry on the thought inno-
vation on the modernization of minority regions constantly ac-
cording to the present new situation and new changes, can pro-

mote the modernization of minority regions to a new stage.
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
