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Mount Taibai National Forest Park is the largest
height of its kind in China. It stands 110 kilometers
west of ancient city of Xi'an, 90 kilometers east of

city Baoji, connected by super highway.

Mount Taibai National Forest Park, with high
hills and steep peaks as its backbone, forest
landscape as its body, clean streams and gushing
waterfalls as its arteries and cultural relics and
remains as its decorations, forms a grotesque and
splendid picture combining still and moving scenes,
natural scenery and cultural scenery harmoniously.

so it is honored “ Asia botanical garden” ,

“Asiazoo” and “natural air bar” .
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Zhongshan Grottoes, one of the historical sites designated for state protection
located on the south hillside of Zhongshan Mountain, fifteen kilometers west of Zich

County in Yan'an. These Grottoes have so tremendous proportion that it is titled by

specialists in the world as "the earliest grottoes group", "rare grottoes in the world" and "the

second Dunhuang".
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Emperor Qin Shihuang's Terra-cotta Warriors

and Horses Museum, a museum built on the ruins of

Emperor Qin Shihuang's Terra-cotta Warriors and
Horses' pits, is a modern museum combined
archaeological excavation, scientific studies,
exhibitions, relics protection and tourism service.
It lies in Lintong District of Xi'an city.

Emperor Qin Shihuang's Terra-cotta Warriors
and Horses Museum was listed in world cultural
heritages by UNESCO in 1987, titled “the eighth

wonder in the world”
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Hanyang Mausoleum is the first ruin
museum of Chinese ancient emperors'
cemetery.

Hanyang Mausoleum, locating on the
Xianyang Plateau about twenty kilometers
north of Xi'an city, is a cemetery that burie
both the fourth emperor of Xi Han Dynasty
Hanjing Emperor called Liuqgi and his
empress Wangshi in one tomb but in two

coffins.
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
